Concerning Heavens, Heavenlies

a)  From the earthly viewpoint, seeing one ascend upward  is essentially viewing into the sky (the visible) – but the ascender may keep on going from there into the invisible heavens

·   Luk.11:13 – if, then, you being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more the Father Who is from heaven will give holy spirit to those asking Him. – Father’s dwelling

· Luk.11:16 – others testing Him sought from Him a sign from heaven – God’s dwelling or sky
· Luk.12:33 – a never-decreasing store in the heavens – place of reward
· Luk.12:56 – the face of the earth and the heaven –  sky
· Luk.13:19 – the birds of the heaven –  sky
· Luk.15:7 – joy will be in the heaven over one sinner repenting – God’s & angels’ dwelling
·   Luk.15:18, 21 – father, I sinned into the heaven and before you – God’s dwelling or Person (metaphor)  
·   Luk.16:17 – easier for the heaven and the earth to pass – poss. sky

· Luk.17:24(2) – just as the dazzling lightning flashes from (ek) the under the heaven unto the under heaven, so the Son of man will be [in His day](2) – sky
· Luk.17:29 – the day Lot went forth from Sodom, it rained fire and sulphur from heaven and destroyed all – sky
· Luk.18:13 – the tax-collector having stood far off, wished not even to lift up the eyes into the heaven – sky
· Luk.18:22 – you will have store in [the] heavens – place of reward
· Luk.19:38 – Blessed be the Coming King, in the name of the Lord. In heaven peace and glory in the Highest places. – God’s or angels’ dwelling
· Luk.20:4-5(2) – “Was the baptism of John from heaven or from men?” And they discussed with each other, saying, “If we should say, ‘From heaven’, He will say, ‘Why, then, did you not believe Him?’” – (2) – God’s Person (metaphor)
· Luk.21:11 – there will be great earthquakes even in various places, famines and plagues, and there will be dreadful sights and signs from heaven – sky
·   Luk.21:26 – men losing heart from fear and foreboding of the things coming upon the inhabited earth, for the powers of the heavens will be shaken – angels’ dwelling – see 2 Th.1:7; 1 Pe.3:22 

· Luk.21:33 – the heaven and the earth will pass – poss. sky
· Luk.22:43 – an angel from heaven appeared to Him, strengthening Him – angels’ dwelling
· Luk.24:51 – He was parted from them and was being lifted up into the heaven – sky
· Joh.1:32 – John witnessed saying, “I saw the Spirit descending as a dove from heaven and He remained upon Him.” – sky
· Joh.1:51 – you will see the heaven opened – sky
· Joh.3:12 – if I spoke to you the regarding-earthlies (being begotten by the Spirit) and you believe not, how will you believe if I should speak to you the regarding-heavenlies? – resurrection
· Joh.3:13 – no one has ascended into the heaven, except He Who descended… – Christ’s dwelling – NB: one could ascend partly into the sky by climbing a tall mountain
· Joh.3:27 – a man can receive nothing except it be given to him from the heaven – God’s Person (metaphor)
· Joh.3:31 – He Who comes from the heaven is above all – Christ’s dwelling
· Joh.6:31 – He gave them bread from the heaven – sky
· Joh.6:32(2) – Moses did not give you the bread from the heaven, but My Father gives you the bread from the heaven the true (2) – sky, Christ’s dwelling
· Joh.6:33 – the bread of God is the One descending from the heaven and giving life to the world – Christ’s dwelling
· Joh.6:38 – I descended from the heaven, not that I should do My will, but the Will of Him Who sent Me – Christ’s & God’s dwelling
· Joh.6:41 – because He said, ‘I am the bread, the one having descended from the heaven’ – Christ’s dwelling
· Joh.6:42 – how says He, ‘I have descended from the heaven’ – Christ’s dwelling
· Joh.6:50 – this is the bread which is descending from the heaven – Christ’s dwelling
· Joh.6:51 – I am the bread the living Who descended from the heaven – Christ’s dwelling
· Joh.6:58 – this is the bread (i.e., Christ) which descended from heaven – Christ’s dwelling
· Joh.12:28 – came therefore a voice from the heaven – sky
· Joh.17:1 – Jesus…having lifted up His eyes into the heaven, said… – sky
· Ac.1:10 – as they were staring into the heaven on His journeying – sky
· Ac.1:11(3) – why do you stand looking into the heaven? This Jesus Who was taken up from you into the heaven … you saw Him journeying into the heaven (3) – sky
· Ac.2:2 – came suddenly from the heaven a noise like a driving violent wind – sky
· Ac.2:5 – Jews, devout men from (apo) every nation which is under the heaven – sky
· Ac.2:19 – I will give wonders in the heaven above and signs upon the earth below – sky
· Ac.2:34 – David did not ascend into the heavens – Christ’s dwelling implied
· Ac.3:21 – Whom heaven must indeed receive until times of restoration, which God spoke – God’s dwelling
· Ac.4:12 – there is no other name under the heaven which has been given among men … to be saved – sky or God’s dwelling
· Ac.4:24 – the One Who made the heaven and the earth and the sea and all things which are in them – sky
· Ac.7:42 – to serve the army of the heaven – universe
· Ac.7:49 – the heaven is My throne and the earth the stool of My feet (Stephen quoting Isa.66:1-2) – God’s dwelling
· Ac.7:55 – having stared into the heaven, he saw the glory of God, and Jesus having stood at the right hand of God– sky & God’s dwelling
· Ac.7:56 – behold, I perceive the heavens opened up and the Son of Man standing at the rights of God – sky 

· Ac.9:3 – suddenly there flashed around him a light from the heaven – sky
· Ac.10:11 – he sees the heaven opened – sky
·   Ac.10:12 – reptiles of the earth and birds of the heaven – sky ’

· Ac.10:16 – immediately the vessel was taken up into the heaven – sky
· Ac.11:5 – as a great sheet by four corners being lowered from the heaven – sky
· Ac.11:6 – the birds of the heaven – sky
· Ac.11:9 – a voice answered a second time from the heaven – sky
· Ac.11:10 – again everything was drawn up into the heaven – sky
· Ac.14:15 – the Living God Who made the heaven and the earth and the sea and all things which are in them – sky
· Ac.17:24 – God Who made the world and all things which are in it, This One being Lord of heaven and earth – God’s dwelling
· Ac.22:6 – suddenly from the heaven flashed around a light – sky
· Ac.26:19 – I became not rebellious to the heavenly vision – sign
· Rom.1:18 – wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and injustice of men – God’s dwelling
· Rom.10:6 – who will ascend into the heaven, that is to bring down Christ? – Christ’s dwelling
· 1 Co.8:5 – those being called ‘gods’, whether in heaven or on earth – gods’ dwelling 
· 1 Co.15:40 – bodies regarding-heavenly and bodies regarding-earthly – resurrection bodies
· 1 Co.15:40 – the one indeed the glory of the regarding-heavenlies (bodies), and the other that of the regarding-earthlies – resurrection bodies
· 1 Co.15:47 – The first man is from the earth, dusty. The second Man is from heaven. – Christ’s dwelling
· **1 Co.15:48 – as the dusty, so also those made of dust, as the regarding-heavenly (Man), so also the regarding-heavenlies – resurrection bodies
· 1 Co.15:49 – according as we bore the image of the dusty, we will also bear the image of the regarding-heavenly – resurrection bodies
· 2 Co.5:1 – we have a building from God, a house not-hand-made, eternal in the heavens – saints’ dwelling (oblique reference to New Jerusalem)
· 2 Co.5:2 – in this we groan, longing to be clothed with our dwelling (v.1 – a building from [ek] God) which is from heaven – God’s dwelling or Person
·   2 Co.12:2 – I know a man in Christ fourteen years ago – whether in body I know not, or out of the body I know not, God knows – such a one carried away up to third heaven – God’s dwelling or sky

· Gal.1:8 – but even if we or an angel from heaven evangelize to you apart from what we evangelized to you, let him be cursed. – angels’ dwelling

· **Eph.1:10 – for a dispensation of the fullness of the seasons to sum up the all things (ta panta) in the Christ, the things upon (regarding) the heavens and the things upon (regarding) the earth – governance
· Eph.3:15 – from Whom every family in heavens and upon earth is named – angels’ dwelling  
· Eph.4:10 – He Who descended is even the One Who ascended up above all the heavens, so that He might fill all these things (ta panta) – cp. Job 37:3 His principality is underneath the whole heaven (hupokatō pantos tou ouranou) and His light upon extremes of earth. – sky
·   Eph.6:9 – your Master is in heavens, and there is no favoritism with Him – Christ’s dwelling 

· Phi.3:20 – our commonwealth exists in heavens – place of citizenship
· Col.1:5 – because of the hope which is being laid up for you in the heavens – place of saints’ hope
· Col.1:16 – by Him were created the all things (ta panta) in the heavens and upon the earth, the seen and the unseen, whether thrones or lordships or principalities or authorities – angels’ dwelling
· Col.1:20 – by Him to hyper-reconcile the all things (ta panta) unto Himself … whether the things upon the earth or the things in the heavens – angels’ dwelling
·  Col.1:23 – having been heralded in (en) all creation, which is under the heaven – sky
· Col.4:1 – having known that you also have a Lord in heaven – Christ’s dwelling 
· 1 Th.1:10 – to await His Son from the heavens, Whom He raised out from the dead – Jesus Who delivers us out of the coming wrath – sky
· 1 Th.4:16 – for the Lord Himself with a command, with the voice of an archangel, with the trumpet-blast of God will descend from heaven, and the dead in Christ will arise first – God’s dwelling & sky
· 2 Th.1:7 – relief to you who are troubled with us, at the revelation of the Lord Jesus from heaven with His angels of power – Jesus’ & angels’ dwelling & sky
· 2 Tim.4:18 – the Lord will rescue me from every wicked work and will preserve (save) me into His kingdom the regarding-heavenly – kingdom
· Heb.1:10 – You at the beginning, Lord (Jesus) founded the earth, and the heavens are the work of Your hands – sky & angel’s dwelling – NB, when the heavens were yet unmade they could NOT have been Christ’s dwelling!
· Heb.3:1 – partners of an regarding-heavenly calling – calling
· Heb.4:14 – we have a great high-priest having gone through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God – sky & Christ’s dwelling
· Heb.6:4 – having tasted the gift the regarding-heavenly, and having become a partner of holy spirit – gift
· Heb.7:26 – such a high-priest was even fit for us – holy, innocent, undefiled, separated from the sinners, and having become higher than the heavens – poss. metaphor for angels? – cp. Heb.8:1
· Heb.8:1 – we have such a high priest Who sat at the right hand of the throne of the Greatness in the heavens – God’s dwelling
· Heb.8:5 – who (priests) serve a pattern and a shadow of the regarding-heavenlies – Temple (God’s “house”)
· **Heb.9:23 – the patterns indeed of the things in the heavens to be purified with these, and the regarding-heavenlies themselves with better sacrifices than these – heavenly Temple (i.e., God’s “house”) – note the synonymity of 2 terms here!!!!
· Heb.9:24 – entered…Christ…into the heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us – God’s dwelling 
· Heb.11:12 – according as the stars of the heaven in the quantity – universe
· Heb.11:16 – they long for a better (homeland), that is an regarding-heavenly – homeland (patris)
· Heb.12:22 – to Mt. Zion and to a city of God Living, to Jerusalem regarding-heavenly and to myriads of angels – Jerusalem
· Heb.12:23 – to a church of firstborn registered in heavens – place of church registry
· Heb.12:25 – if they escaped not, who refused Him that was upon earth, much more we who are rejecting Him from heavens – Christ’s dwelling
· Heb.12:26 – I will shake not only the earth but also the heaven – poss. sky
·   Jam.5:12 – swear by neither the heaven nor the earth – poss. sky

·   Jam.5:18 – the heaven gave rain – sky 
·   1 Pe.1:4 – unto an inheritance, imperishable and undefiled and unfading , having been guarded in heavens for you – place where inheritance (New Jerusalem) kept

· 1 Pe.1:12 – the things which have now been proclaimed to you, through those having evangelized you by holy spirit sent from heaven – into which things angels long to stoop over – Christ’s dwelling
· 1 Pe.3:22 – Who (Jesus Christ) is at the right hand of God, gone into heaven, having been subordinated to Him angels and authorities and powers. – God’s Christ’s & angels’ dwelling
·   2 Pe.1:17-18 – having received from God the Father honor and glory, such a voice having been brought to Him by the Majestic Glory, ‘This is My Son, My Beloved for Whom I am well pleased.’ And we heard this voice from heaven, having been brought with Him, being in the holy mountain – God’s dwelling & sky

· 2 Pe.3:5 – this is hidden from them (mockers), willfully, that heavens were of old, and earth subsisting by the word of God out of water and through water – sky & universe
· 2 Pe.3:7 – the present heavens and the earth stored up by the same word are kept for fire until a day of judgment and destruction of the impious men – poss. only sky, acc. to other end-time prophecies
· 2 Pe.3:10 – day of the Lord will be present as a thief, in which the heavens with a loud noise will pass away, and elements being burned will be broken up, and earth and the works in it will be discovered – poss. only sky, acc. to other end-time prophecies
· 2 Pe.3:12 – expecting and hastening (?) the presence of the day of God, on account of which heavens being on fire will be dissolved and elements heating up will melt – sky & universe (compares with other prophecies)
· 2 Pe.3:13 – but we expect new heavens and a new earth, in which righteousness dwells according to His promise – sky & universe
· Rev.3:12 – the new Jerusalem which descends from the heaven from (apo) my God – God’s dwelling & place of New Jerusalem
· Rev.4:1 – a door opened in the heaven – sky
·   Rev.4:2 – a throne was laid down in the heaven – God’s dwelling

·   Rev.5:3 – no one was able in the heaven, nor upon the earth, nor beneath the earth (hypothetical?) to open the scroll – angels’ dwelling

· Rev.5:13 – and every creature which is in the heaven and upon the earth and beneath the earth (the underground creation?) and upon the sea and the all things in them I heard saying, “Blessing and honor… – sky or angels’ dwelling
· Rev.6:13 – the stars of the heaven fell into the earth – meteors or angels
·   Rev.6:14 – the heaven split apart as a rolled up scroll – sky

·   Rev.8:1 – it came to pass silence in the heaven about half-an-hour – God’s & angels’ dwelling 
· Rev.8:10 – there fell from the heaven a great star, burning as a lamp (“Wormwood”) – angels’ dwelling or universe
· Rev.9:1 – I saw a star from the heaven, having fallen into the earth – angels’ dwelling (star is an angel, like in 20:1)

· Rev.10:1 – I saw another strong angel descending from the heaven – sky
· Rev.10:4 – I heard a voice from the heaven saying, ‘Seal what the seven thunders spoke’ – sky
· Rev.10:5 – the angel whom I saw, having stood upon the sea and upon the land, raised the right hand into the heaven – sky
· Rev.10:6 – Who created the heaven and the things in it, and the earth and the things in it and the sea and the things in it – sky  

· Rev.10:8 – the voice which I heard from the heaven again speaking with me – sky
·   Rev.11:6 – these have the authority to shut the heaven – sky

· Rev.11:12 – I heard a great voice from the heaven saying to them, ‘Ascend here’ – sky
· Rev.11:12 – they ascended into the heaven in the cloud, and their enemies watched them – sky
·   Rev.11:13 – they gave glory to the God of the heaven – God’s dwelling

· Rev.11:15 – there came to pass great voices in the heaven saying… – elders’ & angels’ dwelling
· Rev.11:19 – was opened the temple of God which is in the heaven – God’s dwelling
·  Rev.12:1 – a great sign was seen in the heaven, a woman… – sky

· Rev.12:3 – was seen another sign in the heaven, a great red dragon… – sky
· Rev.12:4 – the third of the stars of the heaven – angels
· Rev.12:7 – it came to pass war in the heaven – angels’ dwelling 

· Rev.12:8 – nor was their place any longer found in the heaven – angels’ dwelling
·   Rev.12:10 – I heard a great voice in the heaven saying… – a brother’s dwelling 
· Rev.12:12 – rejoice, [the] heavens and those dwelling in them. Woe the earth and the sea because the devil descended toward you having great wrath, knowing that he has a short season – angels’ dwelling 

· Rev.13:13 – it may make fire to descend from the heaven into the earth – sky
· Rev13:6 – to blaspheme His name and His tent and those tenting in the heaven – elders’ & angels’ dwelling
· Rev.14:2 – I heard a voice from the heaven, as a voice of many waters and as a voice of great thunders – sky
· Rev.14:7 – He Who made the heaven and the earth and sea and fountains of waters – sky
· Rev.14:13 – I heard a voice from the heaven saying, ‘Happy…’ – sky
· Rev.14:17 – another angel came forth from the temple which is in the heaven– God’s & angels’ dwelling
· Rev.15:1 – I saw another sign in the heaven, great and wonderful, seven angels – sky
· Rev.15:5 – was opened the temple of the tent of the witness in the heaven – God’s & angels’ dwelling
·   Rev.16:11 – they blasphemed the God of the heaven – God’s dwelling

· Rev.16:21 – great hail as a talent-weight descends from the heaven – sky
· Rev.18:1 – I saw another angel descending from the heaven – sky
· Rev.18:4 – I heard another voice from the heaven saying, ‘Come out of her My people…’ – sky
· Rev.18:5 – her sins piled up as far as the heaven – sky 
· Rev.18:20 (voc.) – rejoice over her, heaven, and the holy ones and the apostles and the prophets, because God judged your judgment from her – personified angels
· Rev.19:1 – I heard as a great voice of a large crowd in the heaven saying… – elders’, redeemed Israel’s & angels’ dwelling 
· Rev.19:11 – I saw the heaven opened – poss. sky
· Rev.19:14 – the armies [which] were in the heaven – Christ’s & angels’ dwelling
· Rev.20:1 – I saw an angel descending from the heaven having the key of the Abyss – sky
· Rev.20:9 – fire descended from the heaven and devoured them – sky
·   Rev.20:11 – from Whose face the earth and the heaven fled –sky
· Rev.21:1 – I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the former heaven and the former earth went away (2) – angels’ dwelling or sky

· Rev.21:2 – I saw the city the holy, new Jerusalem, descending from the heaven from (apo) God – God’s dwelling & place of New Jerusalem or just sky
· Rev.21:10 – showed me the city, the holy Jerusalem, descending from the heaven from (apo) God (viewed from a high mtn.) – sky
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
