4) Diverse from others (ate & stomped others), iron-toothed, ten-horned
a. Littlehorn ripped up 3 horns, mouth speaking great things 
b. Note total of 7 heads, 10 horns
c. Note animal similarities with Rev.13:2
Explanation:
4 Beasts = 4 Kings: 3 on probation, 1 slain
4th Beast = kingdom diverse from all others, ate the whole earth
10 Horns of 4th Beast = 10 kings arising in this kingdom
Littlehorn = comes after the 10 and subdues 3; makes war against the saints for “a time and times and dividing of time”
Rev.12:3
Great Red Dragon, having 7 heads, 10 horns, 7 crowns upon heads
Explanation:
Rev.20:2 – the dragon, the old snake, who is the devil and Satan

Rev.13 -
1st Beast rises from the sea
· 7 heads and 10 horns
· names of blasphemy on his heads, 10 crowns on his horns
· 1 head fatally wounded & healed
· like a leopard, with feet of bear & mouth of lion
· receives power and authority from the Dragon
· mouth speaking great things – blasphemies
· makes war against saints; continues 42 months
· the world wonders & worships the Beast
2nd Beast from the earth
· 2 horns like a lamb
· speaks as a dragon
· power of the 1st Beast – signs and wonders
· gives life to an image of the 1st Beast
· causes world to worship 1st Beast
· world branded unto the 1st Beast
Rev.17 -
Scarlet Beast
· 7 heads and 10 horns
· full of blasphemous names
· Mystery Babylon, Mother of Harlots sits on it
· was, is not, will ascend from Abyss
· a wonder to the world
7 Heads = 7 mountains (hills) on which the Woman sits
· 7 kings, 5 fallen – 1 remains & 1 to come
· Beast who was and is not (1st Beast) is 8th king and is of the 7
10 Horns =  10 future kings
· reign 1 hour with the Beast
· give power & strength to the Beast
· will destroy the Harlot
Woman = the great city which reigns over the kings of the earth 
(Babylon the Great)
