B. Appointed great fish to swallow Jonah – his death

C. Responded to Jonah’s prayer for mercy – Jonah revived

B. Commanded fish to vomit out Jonah 
A. Commissioned Jonah 2nd time – his journey to Nineveh

C. Responded to Ninevites’ cries for forgiveness, repentant works – Nineveh feared Y.
C. Responded to Jonah’s angry prayer over Nineveh – Do you well to be angry?

B. Appointed a plant to deliver Jonah from his evil – Jonah relieved
B. Appointed a worm to wither the plant – its death

B. Appointed a sultry east wind – Jonah fainted, wished for his soul’s death

Christ-like features:

1. 1:5 slept through storm – cp. Mat.8:23-27; Mar.4:35-39; Luk.8:23-24 – then calmed storm
2. 1:12 Jonah offered his life for their salvation - ???
3. 1:12, 15 Jonah lifted up – Joh.3:14; 8:28; 12:32-34
4. 1:17-2:2 in belly of sheol 3 days and 3 nights – Mat.12:40
5.                  “sign of Jonah” – Mat.12:38-41; Luk.11:29-32

What Yahweh didn’t do:

1. Let Jonah shirk his mission – cp. Paul’s “necessity” in ???
2. Substitute a willing prophet

3. Punish Jonah’s rebellion or insolent anger

Other features:

1. Mariners and Ninevites behaved as law-keepers – Rom.2:14, 25-27

2. Jonah was a disobedient “watchman” – Eze.3:17-18

a. He deserved death, but was spared

b. He asked Yahweh for death - out of anger, not confession of guilt – Jon.4:3

Some parallels:

1. Uses of “evil” (Ra`a`)

a. 1:2 – Nineveh’s evil came up before Yahweh

b. 1:7 – “that we may know on whose account this evil (came) to us”

c. 1:8 – “tell us on whose account this evil (came) to us”

d. 3:8 – let a man turn from his evil way

e. 3:10 – God saw that they turned from their evil way

f. 3:10 – God repented over the evil that He declared to do

g. 4:2 – One Who repents over the evil.

a. 1:17 – Yahweh appointed a great fish

b. 4:6 – Yahweh appointed a plant
c. 4:7 – God appointed a worm

d. 4:8 – God appointed a scorching east wind

5. Uses of “not perish”

a. 1:6 – “perhaps our God will notice and we will not perish”

b. 1:14 – “please let us not perish because of this man’s life”

c. 3:9 – “Who knows? He may turn and God may repent … and we will not perish”

6. Uses of “proclaim”

a. 1:2 – “Arise, go to Nineveh the great city and proclaim against it”

b. 1:6 – “Arise, proclaim to your God”

c. 1:14 – “they proclaimed to Yahweh and said,” Yahweh, please let us not perish because this man’s life”

d. 2:2 – “I proclaimed to Yahweh from my distress, and He answered me.”

e. 3:2 – “go to Nineveh and proclaim to it the proclamation that I am speaking to you”

b. 2:7 – Jonah prays for life (for himself)

c. 3:8-9 – king tells Ninevites to proclaim to God … “lest we perish”

d. 4:3,8-9 – Jonah prays for death (for himself)
