“After These” in Revelation
1:19 Write therefore the things which you saw, and what they are, and the things which are about to come to pass after these (meta tauta)
4:1 After these (meta tauta) I saw, and, behold, a door having opened in the heaven, and the first voice that I heard, as of a trumpet speaking with me, saying, Ascend here, and I will show you the things which must come to pass after these (meta tauta).
7:1 After this (meta touto) I saw four angels having stood upon the four corners of the earth, holding the four winds of the earth, lest a wind may blow upon the earth, or upon the sea, or upon any tree.
7:9 After these (meta tauta) I saw, and, behold, a great multitude, which no one was able to number, out of every nation and of tribes and peoples and tongues, having stood before the throne and before the Lamb, arrayed with white robes, and palms in their hands.  
9:12 The first Woe (5th Trumpet) has passed away. Behold, there come yet two Woes after these (meta tauta).  
15:5-6 And after these (meta tauta) I saw, and the temple of the tent of the witness in the heaven was opened.  And there came out from the temple the seven angels having the seven plagues, dressed with pure bright linen, and wrapped around the chest with golden belts.

And he cried with a mighty voice, saying, “Fell, fell Babylon the Great, and it became a haunt of demons, and a prison of every unclean spirit, and a prison of every unclean and hated bird.”  
19:1 After these (meta tauta) I heard like a great voice of a numerous crowd in the heaven, saying, Alleluia, the salvation, and the glory, and the power of our God, because true and righteous are His judgments, because He judged the Great Harlot, who was corrupting the earth by her fornication, and He avenged the blood of His servants out from her hand.
20:1 And I saw an angel descending out of the heaven, having the key of the abyss and a great chain upon his hand. And he grabbed the dragon, the Old Snake, who is the Devil and Satan, and he bound him a thousand years, and he threw him into the abyss, and shut it, and sealed it up above him, lest he might deceive any longer the nations, until should be completed the thousand years. After these (meta tauta) it is necessary to loosen him a little time.
