Daniel Chapters 7-12
Daniel 7 (Aram.) kingdom – 8-M; 2-A; 2-men; dominion – 4-M; 1-A, 3-men
7:1 In year one for Belshazzar king of Babel, Daniel saw a dream and visions (chezûw) of his head upon his bed. Afterwards he wrote the dream, the chief of the words he spoke. –  552 BC, p.32 Fourth Gentile Kingdom
7:2 Daniel answering and saying, ‘Seeing, I came in my vision (chezûw) with the night, and behold, the four winds of the heavens were bursting forth toward the great sea. – “the great sea” is the Mediterranean
7:3 Then four great beasts were ascending from the sea, differing one from another. – cp. this and what follows to Rev.13:1-2
7:4 The first was like a lion and its wings of an eagle. I kept seeing up to where its wings were plucked off. Then it was lifted up from the ground and it was raised upon feet like a man. And a heart of man was given to it. – 3 of the four faces of a cherub
7:5 And behold, another, second beast, being similar to a bear, and it was raised up to one side. And three ribs were in its mouth between its teeth. And so they were saying to it, “Rise, eat much flesh.”
7:6 At this point, I kept seeing, and behold, another like a leopard, and its four wings of a bird were upon its sides. And for the beast were four heads, and dominion (shâlƫân) was given to it. – could the four heads represent four successive kings, as in Rev.17:9-10?
7:7 At this point I kept seeing in visions (chezûw) of the night, and behold, a fourth beast, feared and terrible and exceedingly strong, and great teeth of iron were to it. It was eating and shattering, and it was trampling (repaş) the rest with its feet. And it was differing from all the beasts which were before it. And ten horns were to it. – trampling with feet is either subordinating or defiling; “teeth of iron” only in Dan.7:7,19; “the rest” must refer to lion, bear and leopard – as in vv.12, 19 – these persecutions are nation-ward
7:8 I kept thinking upon the horns, then behold, another little horn ascended between them. Then three of the first horns were rooted up from before it. And behold, eyes like the eyes of a man were in this horn, and a mouth speaking great things. – cp. Rev.17:12
7:9 I kept seeing until when thrones were placed, and an Ancient One of days was seated. His garment was like white snow, and the hair of His head like clean wool. His throne was like flames which belong to fire, its wheels of burning fire. – NB wheeled throne
7:10 A river of fire was flowing and going out from before Him. A thousand thousands were serving Him, and a myriad of myriads were standing before Him. The court (judgment - dîyn) was seated and books were opened. – apparently the river of fire has no effect on the myriads of myriads; cp. fiery wrath of Eze.22:31
7:11 I kept seeing then because of the sound of the great words which the horn was speaking. I kept seeing until when the beast was slain, and its body was destroyed and was given to burning fire. – cp. Lake of Fire in Rev.19:20
7:12 And the rest of the beasts (m. pl.), their (m. pl.) dominion (shâlƫân) was removed. But a prolonging in life was given to them (m. pl.) until a season and time. – prolonging of kingdoms or of kings?
7:13 I kept seeing in visions (chezûw) of the night, and behold, with the clouds of the heavens was coming One like a Son of Man. It came to pass, and up to the Ancient One of days He reached, and they presented Him before Him. – must be the myriads presenting Him; LXX “upon the clouds of the heaven” and Son of Man coming were quotes by Jesus about Himself – Mat.24:30; 26:64
7:14 Then to Him was given dominion (shâlƫân) and honor and a kingdom (malkûw). Then all the peoples, the nations and the tongues will minister to Him. His dominion (shâlƫân) was a dominion (shâlƫân) of an age, that will not pass away, and His kingdom (malkûw) which will not be destroyed. – but in due course, He will turn it over to the Father
7:15 My spirit was distressed – I, Daniel – in the midst of me, and visions (chezûw) of my head alarm me.
7:16 I approached upon one of those standing, and I asked the truth from him concerning all this. Then he spoke to me, and he informed me the interpretation of the matters.
7:17 “Those great beasts, the four, are four kings. They will arise from the earth. – per v.23 they are both kingdoms & kings
7:18 But the holy ones of Elyon will receive the kingdom (malkûw). And they will possess the kingdom (malkûw) until the age, even until the age of the ages.”
7:19 Then I wished to make certain concerning the fourth beast which came differing from them all, feared exceedingly, its teeth of iron and its claws of bronze, eating, shattering (daqaq) and trampling (repaş) the rest with its feet,
7:20 even concerning the ten horns which were upon its head, and another which came up, and three fell from before it, even this horn with eyes to it, and a mouth speaking great things, and its appearance (chezûw) greater than its fellows.
7:21 I kept seeing and this horn was making war with holy ones and was prevailing against them, – persecution of Israel now
7:22 until when the Ancient One of days came, and the judgment (dîyn) was given to the holy ones of Elyon. And the season came, and the holy ones possessed the kingdom (malkûw). – cp. the thrones of the Twelve (Mat.19:28)
7:23 He spoke thus, “The fourth beast will become a fourth kingdom upon the earth, which will differ from all the kingdoms (malkûw). And it will devour the whole earth and tread upon (rûwsh) it and shatter (daqaq) it. – v.17 says “kings”
7:24 And the ten horns – out of the kingdom (malkûw) ten kings will arise, and another will arise after them. And he will differ from the former, and he will subdue three kings. – they may be contemporaneous for him to subdue 3; are these 10 horns the same ones as Rev.17:12-14?
7:25 And he will speak words against the Most High, and he will wear away at the holy ones of Elyon. And he will intend to change seasons and law. And they will be given into his hand until a time and times and half a time.
7:26 But the court (judgment - dîyn) will be seated, and his dominion (shâlƫân) they will remove to annihilate and to destroy until the end. – the 4th Beast, Little Horn’s kingdom (sultancy) removed & destroyed by this court (“they”)
7:27 Then the kingdom (malkûw) and the dominion (shâlƫân) and the greatness of kingdoms (malkûw) under the whole heavens have been given to a people, holy ones of Elyon. His kingdom (malkûw) will be a kingdom (malkûw) of an age, and all the dominions (shâlƫân) will minister to Him and obey Him. – apparently “kingdom of an age” is as inclusive as “the age of the ages” in v.18
7:28 Until thus is the end of the matter. I Daniel, my thoughts greatly alarm me, and my splendors change concerning me, but I kept the matter in my heart.

Daniel 8
8:1 In the third year for the reign of the king Belshazzar a vision (châzôwn) appeared (râ’âh) to me, I Daniel, after that which appeared (râ’âh) to me at the beginning. –  “at the beginning” is Belshazzar’s 1st year; but this is 549 BC, p.32 Fourth Gentile Kingdom
8:2 And I saw (râ’âh) in vision (châzôwn), and it happened in my seeing (râ’âh) that I was in Susa, the palace that is in Elam, the province. And I saw (râ’âh) in vision (châzôwn) that I came to be beside the river Ulai.
8:3 And I lifted my eyes and saw (râ’âh) – and, behold, a certain ram standing before the river and it is as regards two horns. And the two horns were high, and the one higher than the second, and the higher one going up from behind.
8:4 I saw (râ’âh) the ram pushing west and north and south, and every living thing stands not before it. And none is rescuing from his hand. And he does according to his will and he makes himself great (gâdal).
8:5 And it happened I was considering (biyn), and, behold, the he-goat kid was coming from the west over the face of the whole earth, and not touching upon the earth. And the he-goat had a conspicuous (châzûwth) horn between the eyes.
8:6 Then he came up to the ram, lord of the two horns, which I had seen (râ’âh) standing before the river. And he ran toward him in the rage of his strength.
8:7 Then I saw (râ’âh) him reaching beside the ram, and he was enraged at him. Then he struck the ram and broke (shâbar) his two horns. And power came not on the ram to stand before him. Then he threw him down (shâlak) to earth and trampled (ramaş) him. And none came rescuing the ram from his hand.
8:8 Then the he-goat kid made himself great (gâdal) exceedingly. And as he became mighty, the great horn was broken (shâbar). Then went up from under it a vision (châzôwn) of four to the four winds of the heavens. – “four winds” signify extent of Israel’s dispersion (Zec.2:10) and their regathering (Mat.24:31); but 11:4 as an expression of the division of Alexander’s empire
8:9 Then out of the one of them went out (yâtsâ`) a certain horn from insignificance, but it (fem.) became great (gâdal) in excess toward the south and toward the east and toward the beautiful land (tsebîy). – NB this ‘insignificant’ horn differs from the previous ‘conspicuous’ horn – he will be no Alexander; its growth directions could signify Asia Minor, plain of Chaldea or the Caucuses as its origin
8:10 And it (fem.) became great (gâdal) as far as the army of the heavens, and it (fem.) made fall to ground from the army and from the stars and trampled (ramaş) them. – Deu.4:19, worship of “the army of the heavens”, becomes worship of fallen angels (1 Cor.10:20); “fall to ground” was an act of obeisance (2 Sam.1:2)
8:11 And up to the chief (sar) of the army he made himself great (gâdal), and because of him has been raised up the continuously (tâmîyd), and the place of his sanctuary will be thrown down (shâlak – why not waw consec.?). – heave offering (Exo.29:27) is lit. a “raising up” – “removed” is in the LXX only; 1st “sanctuary” was Y’s – Zion where He reigned (Exo.15:17-18)
8:12 And an army (both) will be given (fem.) against the continuously (tâmîyd) in rebellion (pesha`), and it (fem.) will throw down  (shâlak) truth to earth. And it (fem.) will do this and succeed (tsâlach) (fem.).
8:13 Then I heard one holy one speaking. Then said another holy one to a certain one who was speaking, ‘Until when will be the vision (châzôwn) of the continuously (tâmîyd) and the desolating rebellion (pesha`) to give both holy place and army for a trampling (mîrmâş)?’
8:14 And he said to me, ‘Until evening-morning two thousand and three hundred – then will be put right the holy place.’ – continuous burnt offerings were made in evening and morning, Exo.29:38-39 – also grain (Lev.6:20); so is this 2300 offerings, or 2300 days?
8:15 And it happened, I Daniel, at my seeing (râ’âh) the vision (châzôwn), and I sought understanding (bîynâh). Then, behold, standing to my front (neged), was one like an appearance (mar`eh) of a strong-man. – “front” same root as “declare” and “ruler” ngd
8:16 And I heard a voice of a man in between banks of Ulai. And he called and said, ‘Gabriel, make this one discern (biyn) the appearance (mar`eh).’
8:17 Then he came near my place, and by his coming I was terrified and fell upon my face. Then he said to me, ‘Understand (biyn), son of man, that for the time of the end is the vision (châzôwn).’
8:18 And at his speaking with me, I have been deeply asleep upon my face to earth. But he touched me and stood me upright (‘upon my standing’).
8:19 Then he said, ‘Behold, I am revealing to you what will happen in the latter-end of the indignation (za`am), for it is for the appointed-time (môw’êd) of the end.’ – Isa.10:23,25; 26:20; see 11:36
8:20 The ram which you saw (râ’âh) as lord of the two horns are kings of Medea and Persia.
8:21 And the he-goat, the hairy one, is king of Greece. And the great horn which is between his eyes, he is the first king. – both the goat and its horn are called ‘king’ - this explanation defies logic, as dreams often do
8:22 Then the broken one (shâbar) (fem.), and four instead of it will stand. Four kingdoms from the nation will stand, but not in its strength.
8:23 Then in the latter-end of their kingdom, according to the filling up (hiph., tâmam) of  the rebellious (pesha`), a king of insolent face will stand up and will be understanding (biyn) enigmas. – cp. “nation of fierce face” (Deu.28:50); opposite the wise man of Ecc.8:1; Queen of Sheba put “enigmas” to Solomon
8:24 And his strength will be mighty, but not by his own strength. And he will bring to ruin (shâchath) extraordinary things (pâlâ’). And he will succeed (tsâlach) and perform and bring to ruin (shâchath) mighty ones, even the people of the holy ones.
8:25 And by his insight (sekel) he will even advance treachery by his hand. And in his heart he will make himself great (gâdal), and (shalvâh) he will bring to ruin (shâchath) many in their ease. And against a Chief (sar) of chiefs he will stand, but by an end of (i.e., ‘no’) hand he will be broken (shâbar). – could this “chief of chiefs” (hapax) also be the King of kings and Lord of lords? Prince (sar) of peace (Isa.9:6)
8:26 And the sight (mar`eh) of the evening and the morning which was told, this is truth. Then you close up (şâtham) the vision (châzôwn), for it is for many days. – see 8:14
8:27 And I, Daniel, became, even was made sick for days. And I arose and did the work of the king. And I was desolated (shâmêm) over the sight (mar`eh), but no one was given to discern (biyn) it.

Daniel 9
9:1 In year one for Darius son of Ahasuerus from seed of Medea, who was made king over the kingdom of Chaldea, –  538 BC, p.39 Fourth Gentile Kingdom
9:2 in year one concerning his reigning, I Daniel discerned (biyn) by books (scrolls) the number of the years in which the word of Yahweh came to Jeremiah the prophet to fill up concerning the wastes (chârbâh) of Jerusalem, seventy years. – “wastes” only here in Daniel
9:3 And I set my face toward the Lord Elohim to seek by prayer and supplications, by fasting and sackcloth and ashes.
9:4 And I prayed to Yahweh Elohim and confessed and said, ‘I beseech You, Lord, the great and the feared God, keeping the covenant and the kindness for those loving Him and for those keeping His commandments.
9:5 We have sinned and done wrong and acted wickedly and rebelled, even to turn aside (şûwr) from Your commandments and from Your judgments.
9:6 And we have not listened to Your servants the prophets, who have spoken in Your name to our kings, our chiefs (sar) and our fathers, and to all the people of the land.
9:7 Yours, Lord, is the righteousness, but ours is the shame of face, as it is this day to the men of Judah and to the dwellers of Jerusalem and to all Israel, the near and the far, in all the lands which You have driven them there, in their treachery which they acted treacherously against You.
9:8 Yahweh, ours is the shame of face, to our kings, to our chiefs (sar) and to our fathers, who have sinned against You.
9:9 To the Lord our Elohim are the mercies and the forgivenesses, for we have rebelled against Him.
9:10 Nor have we listened upon the voice of Yahweh our Elohim to walk in His laws which He set before us by the hand of His servants the prophets.
9:11 And all Israel have transgressed Your law, even to turn aside (şûwr) to not listening upon Your voice. So the oath and the curse was poured out upon us, which are written in the law of Moses, the servant of Elohim, for we have sinned against Him.
9:12 Thus He has confirmed His words which He spoke against us, and against our judges who judged us, to bring upon us great evil which has not been done under the whole heaven as what has been done in Jerusalem.
9:13 As what is written in the law of Moses – all this evil has come upon us. And we have not appeased the face of Yahweh our Elohim to turn back from our iniquities and to take thought (sâkal) by Your truth.
9:14 Thus Yahweh was watchful over the evil and He brought it upon us, for Yahweh our Elohim is righteous concerning all His works which He has done. But we have not listened upon His voice.
9:15 And now, Lord our God, Who brought out Your people from the land of Egypt with a strong hand, and You have made for Yourself a name as at this day, we have sinned, we have done wickedly.
9:16 Lord, according to all Your righteousnesses turn back, I pray now, Your anger and Your rage from Your city Jerusalem, Your holy mountain, for by our sins and by the iniquity of our fathers Jerusalem and Your people are for a reproach (cherpâh) to all those around us.
9:17 So now listen, our God, to the prayer of Your servant and to his supplication. And make Your face shine upon Your sanctuary (miqdâsh) that is desolated (shâmêm), for the Lord’s sake.
9:18 Incline, my God, Your ear and hear. Open Your eyes and see (râ’âh) our desolatings (shâmêm), and the city which has been called Your name upon it, for not on account of our righteousnesses are we presenting our supplications before You, but for on account of Your compassions, which are many.
9:19 Lord, hear. Lord, forgive. Lord, attend and do. Delay not for Your own sake, my Elohim, for Your name has been called upon Your city and upon Your people.’
9:20 And while I was speaking and interceding and confessing my sin and the sin of my people Israel, and presenting my supplication before Yahweh my Elohim for the holy mountain of my Elohim,
9:21 even while I was speaking in prayer, then the man Gabriel, whom I had seen (râ’âh) in vision at the beginning, in extreme weariness, was reaching me about the time of the evening gift (minchâh).
9:22 And he made me discern (biyn) and spoke with me and said, ‘Daniel, now I have come to make you prudent (sâkal) with understanding (bîynâh).’
9:23 In the beginning of your supplications the word went forth (yâtsâ`),  v.3
and I have come to declare (nâgad) it,
for desirablenesses are you.
Then discern (biyn) concerning the word,
and discern (biyn) concerning the sight (mar`eh).  – cp. 8:15,16,26,27

9:24 Seventy sevens have been divided (châthak) – hapax
concerning your people and – cp. v.19
concerning your holy (qôdesh) city – cp. v.19
to complete (kâlâh) the rebellion (pesha`) – 8:13, 23; Isa.10:23,25; 66:24
to seal up (châtham) sins (chaƫƫâ’ôwth) – cp. Psa.25:7 or qere “finish”
and to cover (kiphpher) iniquity (`avôn)
and to bring in righteousness (tsedeq) of ages – (hapax); cp. Psa.118:19; Hos.10:12
and to seal up (châtham) vision (châzôwn) and prophet – false @ Jer.14:14; 23:16
and to anoint holy of holies. – Exo.28:41 (priest); 30:26-29 (Tent & Ark, anointed things become ‘most holy’); 30:36 (incense); Exo.40:9 (Tent & everything in it); Lev.2:3 (grain offering); 6:25 (sin offering); 7:1 (guilt offering); 24:9 (showbread); 27:28 (vows) – not ‘holies of holies’ Heb.9:3 – but qôdesh qâdâshiym Exo.29:37 (altar); 30:28 (altar & utensils); 30:36 (incense); Eze.43:12 (mountaintop); 45:3 (Sanctuary); 48:12 (heave offering); Lev. (various offerings); then qôdesh haqadâshiym Exo.26:33-34 (inner Temple)
9:25 Then know and ponder (sâkal), 
from the going forth (môwtsâ`) of the word 
to bring back (shûwb) and to build Jerusalem		
until an anointed one - ruler (nâgîyd-archn) – 1 Sa.9:16 (Saul); 1 Ch.9:11 (chief priest); 13:1 (commanders)—but Luk.4:18 + Rev.1:5 = Christ
will be seven sevens 
and sixty and two sevens.
Will return (shûwb)  and be built plaza and trench
even in the distress (tsôwq) of the times. (hapax) – cp. “distress”, Deu.28:53,55,57; Jer.19:9
9:26 Then after the sixty and two sevens
will be cut off the anointed one, 
and not his will be both the city and the holy place (qôdesh).
The ruler (nâgîyd) who is coming 
will bring to ruin (shâchath) the people – 8:24, 25
and its (people’s) end will be by a flood,
and until the end of war desolations (shâmêm) are being decided (chârats). – Isa.10:23
9:27 And he will make strong (gâbar) a covenant for many 
one seven - since 2000, pres. of Isr. serves 1 seven-year term
and at half the seven 
he will make cease sacrifice (zebach) and gift (minchâh),
and upon a wing of abominations (miqqûwts) – LXX abom. of the desolat’n
will be a desolating one (shâmêm), 
and up to completion (kâlâh) – 11:16, 36; 12:11
even a strict decision (chârats) will be poured out upon 
the desolating one (shâmêm).’


Daniel 10

10:1 In year three for Cyrus king of Persia, a matter was revealed to Daniel, who was called the name Belteshazzar. And the matter is truth, and its warfare great. And he discerned the matter and he had understanding (bîynâh) about the sight (mar`eh). –  539 BC, p.39 Fourth Gentile Kingdom
10:2 In those days, I Daniel became a mourner three sevens of days.
10:3 I ate no desirable bread, and meat and wine came not into my mouth. And I anointed not at all until filling of three sevens of days.
10:4 And on day twenty and four for the first month, I even came to be upon the bank of the Great River, that is Hiddeqel.
10:5 Then I lifted my eyes and looked (râ’âh), and behold, a certain man clothed with white linen, and his loins girt with gold of Uphaz.
10:6 And his body was like jasper, and his face like an appearance (mar’eh) of lightning, and his eyes like torches of fire, and his arms and his feet as a sight of burnished bronze, and the sound of his words as the sound of tumult.
10:7 And I Daniel for my part saw (râ’âh) the sight (mar’eh), but the men who came with me saw (râ’âh) not the sight (mar’eh), but truly a great terror fell upon them. So they fled into being hidden.
10:8 Then I was left for my part and saw (râ’âh) This Great Sight (mar’eh). Then no strength was left in me, and my vigor was turned in me to ruin (mashchîyth). And I retained no strength.
10:9 Then I heard the sound of his words, and as my hearing the sound of his words, then I came to fall into heavy sleep upon my face, and my face was to ground.
10:10 Then behold, a hand reached upon me, and it shook me upon my knees and palms of my hands.
10:11 Then he said to me, ‘Daniel, man of desirablenesses, attend (bîyn) upon the words that I am speaking to you. And stand upon your place for now I have been sent to you.’ And upon his speaking this word with me, I stood trembling.
10:12 Then he said to me, ‘Fear not, Daniel, for from the first day that you set your heart to understand (bîyn) and to humble yourself before your Elohim, your words were heard and I have come because of your words.
10:13 But the prince (sar) of the kingdom of Persia was standing to my front (neged) twenty and one day. Then behold, Michael, one of the Chief Princes (sar) came to help me. And I was left over there beside the kings of Persia.
10:14 Now I have come to make you understand (bîyn) what will befall your people in the latter-part of the days, for yet is the vision (châzôwn) for days.
10:15 And in his speaking with me about these matters, I put my face to ground and was silent.
10:16 Then behold, one as a likeness of sons of man was touching upon my lips. Then I opened my mouth and spoke. And I said to the one standing to my front (neged), ‘Lord, by the appearance (mar’eh) my pains have been turned against me, and I have retained no strength.
10:17 And how is the servant of this my lord able to speak with this my lord? And I, from now, there stands no power in me. And no breath has been left in me.’
10:18 Yet again the one as an appearance (mar’eh)  of a man touched upon me, and he strengthened me.
10:19 Then he said, ‘Fear not, man of desirablenesses, peace to you; be strong. Even be strong.’ And as his speaking with me, I strengthened myself and said, ‘Speak, lord, for you have strengthened me.’
10:20 Then he said to me, ‘Did you know why I have come to you? But now I will return to be embattled with the prince (sar) of Persia. And behold, the prince (sar) of Greece has come.
10:21 But truly, I will declare (nâgad) to you what is inscribed in the writing of truth. And not one is strengthening himself with me against these except Michael your prince (sar).

Daniel 11

11:1 And I, in year one for Darius the Mede, I was standing to strengthen and for a refuge to him. –  538 BC, p.39 Fourth Gentile Kingdom
11:2 And now I will declare (nâgad) to you truth – behold, yet three kings are standing for Persia. And the fourth will make rich riches greater than all. And according to his strength by his riches he will raise up the whole, namely the reign of Greece.  eth=”namely”, per Ozanne
11:3 Then a strong king will stand and he will rule a great dominion. And he will do according to his will.
11:4 And as his standing, his kingdom will be broken (shâbar) and will be divided to the four winds of the heavens - but not to his posterity, nor according to his dominion which he rules, because his kingdom will be plucked up and will be for others apart from these.
11:5 Then the king of the South will grow strong – even one of his princes (sar). And he will grow strong over him, and he will rule a great dominion, his dominion.
11:6 And at an end of years they will join themselves together, and a daughter of the king of the South will come to the king of the North to perform a deal. And she will not retain the power of the arm, and he will not stand nor his arm. But she will be delivered up, she, also those bringing her and her child and one strengthening her in those times.
11:7 But one from a branch of her roots will stand in his place, and he will come against the army and will enter a fortress of the king of the North. And he will deal with them and take hold.
11:8 And also their gods, with their idols, with their desirable vessels of silver and gold he will bring in captivity to Egypt. And he will stand years more than the king of the North. – “Egypt” clarifies who the South is; the North remains ambiguous
11:9 Then he will enter the kingdom of the king of the South, but he will return to his own ground.
11:10 Then his sons will stir themselves up (gârâh) and will gather a multitude of great forces, and he will surely come and will overflow (shâƫaph) and pass through. But he will turn back and they will stir themselves up (gârâh) to her (kethib) refuge.
11:11 Then the king of the South will become enraged. Then he will go and be embattled with him, with the king of the North. And he will stand up a great multitude, and the multitude will be given into his hand.
11:12 When the multitude will be carried away, his heart will be lifted up. Then he will fell myriads, but he will not prevail.
11:13 Then the king of the North will return and will stand up a multitude greater than the former. And at the end of the times of years, he will surely come with a great army and with much substance.
11:14 And in those times many will stand against the king of the South, and sons of violent ones of your people will lift themselves up to make stand the vision (châzôwn), but they will stumble.
11:15 Then the king of the North will come and cast up a mound and seize a fortified city. And arms of the South will not stand, also his choice people. And there is no power to stand.
11:16 Then the one coming to him will do as his will, and there will be no one standing before him. But he will stand in the beautiful (tsebîy) land, and a completion (kâlâh) will be in his hand.
11:17 And he will set his face to enter with the strength of his whole kingdom, and upright ones with him. Then he will prosper, and he will give the daughter of the women to him to corrupt (shâchath) it (kingdom). But it will not stand, nor will it become for him.
11:18 Then he will turn and set his face to the coasts and he will capture many. But a ruler (qâtsîyn) will make cease his scorn (cherpâh) for him, except his scorn (cherpâh) he will turn back to him. – cp. Isa.1:10 “rulers of Sodom”
11:19 Then he will turn his face to refuges of his land, but he will stumble and fall and not be found.
11:20 Then will stand up into his place an oppressor causing the royal splendor to pass away, but in a few days he will be broken (shâbar), but not in anger nor in battle.
11:21 Then will stand up into his place a contemptible one, and they have not given to him the royal splendor, but he will come in by quietness (shalvâh)  and he will grasp the kingdom by flatteries.
11:22 And with the arms of the flood (sheƫeph) they will be flooded (shâƫaph) from before him. They will even be broken (shâbar), yea also a ruler (nâgîyd) of a covenant.
11:23 And after joining themselves to him, he will make treachery. And he will go up and become strong with a minority of a nation.
11:24 With ease (shalvâh)  and with prosperities of the province he will come, and he will do what his fathers have not done – and his fathers’ fathers. He will scatter to them spoil and plunder and substance, and against fortifications he will devise his devices, even for a time.
11:25 And he will rouse up his power and his heart against the king of the South with a great army. And the king of the South will stir himself up to battle with a great and mighty army exceedingly. But he will not stand, because they will devise devices against him.
11:26 And those eating his portion will break (shâbar) him. And his army will overflow (shâƫaph), but they will fall with many pierced. 
11:27 And the two kings, their hearts will be toward evil. And upon one table they will speak lies, but it will not advance, because the end is yet for an appointed time (môw’êd).
11:28 And he will return to his land with great substance, and his heart will be against the holy covenant. And he will perform and return to his land.
11:29 At an appointed time (môw’êd) he will return and enter the South, but it will not come as the former, nor as the latter. – 3 invasions by the Despised One
11:30 Then ships of Chittim will come against him and he will be discouraged. Then he will return and be indignant against the holy covenant. And he will perform and return and he will understand (biyn) concerning those forsaking the holy covenant.
11:31 And arms from him, they will stand, 
and they will profane the sanctuary (miqdâsh), the refuge.
And they will take away (şûwr)  the continuously (tâmîyd),
and they will appoint the desolating (shâmêm) abomination (miqqûwts).

11:32 Those condemning the covenant he will corrupt by flatteries,
but a people knowing their Elohim will be made strong and perform.

11:33 And the prudent (sâkal) among the people will give discernment (biyn) to many, but they will fall by sword and by flame, by captivity and by plunder for days.

11:34 But in their falling they will be helped with a little help,
and many will be joined to them by flatteries.

11:35 And some of those making prudent (sâkal) will fall, to smelt among them and to purify and to make white, – cp.12:10
until time of the end, for it is yet for an appointed time (môw’êd).

11:36 Then the king will do according to his desire, and will exalt himself, even aggrandize himself above every god. 
And against the God of gods he will speak wondrous things (pâlâ’),
And he will succeed (tsâlach) until the indignation (za`am) has completed (kâlâh), for a strict decision (chârats)  has been made. – see 8:19

11:37 And he will not discern (biyn) concerning the god of his fathers, nor concerning desire of women, and concerning every god he will not discern (biyn), for above all he will aggrandize himself.

11:38 But instead he will give honor to a god of strongholds, 
even to a god whom his fathers knew not he will give honor with gold and with silver and with precious stone and with desirable things.

11:39 And he will make for fortresses of strongholds with a foreign god which he will acknowledge. He will increase wealth and he will cause them to rule (hiph. mâshal) among many. And he will divide land by price.
11:40 And at the time of the end the king of the South will thrust himself with him, but the king of the North will storm against him with chariot and with horses and with many ships. Then he will come into lands and will overflow (shâƫaph) and will pass through.
11:41 And he will enter the beautiful (tsebîy) land, and many will be overthrown. But these will escape from his hand – Edom and Moab, and the first of the sons of Ammon.
11:42 And he will send forth his hand against lands, and the land of Egypt will not come to an escape.
11:43 But he will rule over the treasures of the gold and the silver, and over all the precious things of Egypt. And Libyans and Ethiopians will be at his steps.
11:44 But reports will disturb him from east and from north. Then he will go out in a great rage to annihilate and to devote (destroy) many. – Persia, Chaldea, Caucuses?
11:45 And he will plant the tents of his pavilion between the seas, toward the beautiful (tsebîy) holy mountain. But he will come up to his end, and there is no one helping for him.

Daniel 12

12:1 And at that time Michael the great prince (sar) will stand up, who is standing for the sons of your people. And will come a time of distress (tsârâh), which has not come since the coming of a nation until that time. And at that time your people will escape, those found written in the book.
12:2 And many sleeping in the ground of dust will awaken, some to age-abiding life, some to reproach (cherpâh) to age-abiding contempt.
12:3 Those having insight (sâkal) will shine as the shining of the expanse, and those making righteous the many as stars for an age and ever.
12:4 But you Daniel shut up (şâtham) the words and seal up (châtham) the book until time of the end (qêts). Many will go here and there and increase the (their) knowledge.
12:5 Then I Daniel looked (râ’âh), and behold, two others were standing, one here at the bank of the river and one there at the bank of the river.
12:6 And he said to the man clothed with the white linen, who was up above the waters of the river, ‘Until when will be the end of the wonders (pele’)?’ – 8:24; 11:36
[bookmark: _GoBack]12:7 And I heard the man clothed with the white linen, who was up above the waters of the river, and he raised his right hand and his left to the heavens and he swore by the Living One of the age that at an appointed time (môw’êd), appointed times (môw’êd) and a half, then according to completing (kâlâh) the shattering of the power (hand) of the holy people, all these will be completed (kâlâh). – cp.7:25
12:8 And I heard, but I do not discern (biyn), so I said, ‘Lord, what is the latter-end of these?’
12:9 And he said, ‘Go, Daniel, for shut up (şâtham) and sealed up (châtham)  are the words until the time of the end.
12:10 Many will purify themselves and whiten themselves and be smelted, but the wicked will act wickedly, and all of the wicked will not discern (biyn), but those acting prudently (sâkal) will discern (biyn). – cp. 11:35
12:11 And from the time the continuously (tâmîyd) has been turned aside (şûwr) and for setting the desolating (shâmêm) abomination (miqqûwts) a thousand two hundred and ninety days. – şûwr 9:5,11; 11:31
12:12 Happy the one waiting, even he will arrive at a thousand three hundred thirty and five days.
12:13 But you go to the end. Then you will rest and stand in your lot at the end of the right hand (yâmîyn, but LXX hēmera).’
