Krima, Krinō, Krisis in Revelation
A1. 5th Seal - Lives slain on account of the witness - when will God judge/avenge blood-guilt?
Rev.6:9-10 And when he opened the fifth seal, I saw underneath the altar the lives of those slain on account of the word of God, and on account of the testimony which they were holding.  10 And they cried with a loud voice, saying, Until when, Master, the holy and true, do You not judge (krinō) and avenge (ekdikeō) our blood on those dwelling upon the earth?  
B. Season of the dead to be judged – beginning of Millennium {Reward prophets/saints}
Rev.11:18 And the nations became angry, and Your wrath came, and the season of the dead to be judged (krinō), and to give the reward to your servants the prophets, and to the saints, and to those fearing your name, the small and the great; and to destroy those destroying the earth.
C. Last warning before His judgment comes – the wine of the wrath of God, in the cup of His anger
Rev.14:6-7 And I saw another angel flying in mid heaven, having an aionian evangel to evangelize over those sitting upon the earth, and over every nation and tribe and tongue and people,  7 saying with a loud voice, Fear God, and give Him glory, because the hour of His judgment (krisis) came; and worship the One having made the heaven and the earth and sea and springs of waters.  
A2. 3rd bowl – those pouring out blood of the saints/the prophets were given blood to drink {Vengeance for A1. Above}
Rev.16:2, 5-7 And I heard the angel of the waters saying, Righteous are You, the One being and Who was the Holy One, because You judged (krinō) these things,  6 because they poured out blood of saints and prophets, and blood You have given them to drink. They are worthy.  (3rd Bowl) 7 And I heard from the altar (gen.) saying, Yes, Lord God, the Almighty, true and righteous are Your judgments (krisis). – v.2 those having the mark of the Beast, worshiping his image
D. Judgment of the Great Harlot – drunk on blood of saints/witnesses of Jesus
Rev. 17:1-2 And there came one of the seven angels of those having the seven bowls, and he spoke with me, saying, Come here, I will show you the judgment (krima) of the Great Harlot who is sitting upon many waters,  2 with whom the kings of the earth committed fornication, and those inhabiting the earth were made drunk out of the wine of her fornication. 6 And I saw (AI) the woman being drunk out of the blood of the saints, and out of the blood of the witnesses of Jesus.
D. Judgment of the Great City – come out, My people
Rev.18:8-10 On account of this, in one day her plagues will come - death, and mourning, and famine; and she will be burned down with fire, because strong is the Lord God Who is judging (krinō) her. 9 And will weep and wail over her the kings of the earth, who were fornicating and living luxuriously with her, whenever they may see the smoke of her burning, 10 having stood from far off, on account of the fear of her torment, saying, Woe, woe, the Great City, Babylon, the Strong City, because in one hour came your judgment (krisis).
A2/D. Judgment of Babylon – for blood-guilt of prophets and saints {Vengeance}
Rev.18:20 Rejoice over her, you heaven, also the saints, and the apostles, and the prophets, because God judged (krinō) your judgment (krima) on her.  24 And in her was found blood of prophets and of saints, and of all those slain upon the earth.
A2/D. Judgment of the Great Harlot – for the blood-guilt of His servants {Vengeance}
Rev.19:1-2 After these I heard like a great voice of a numerous crowd in the heaven, saying, Alleluia, the salvation, and the glory, and the power of our God,  
2 because true and righteous are His judgments (krisis), because He judged (krinō) the Great Harlot, who was corrupting the earth by her fornication, and He avenged (ekdikeō) the blood of His servants out from her hand.
C. His judgment comes – warfare of King of kings, the wine of the wrath of the anger of God Almighty
Rev.19:11 And I saw the heaven having been opened; and, behold, a white horse, and One sitting upon it being called Faithful and True; and in righteousness He judges (krinō) and battles.  
A1. Lives of those beheaded for the witness of Jesus given seats of judgment/reigning {Reward}
Rev.20:4 And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment (krima) was given to them, and I saw the lives of those having been beheaded on account of the witness of Jesus, and on account of the word of God, and whoever worshipped not the Beast, neither his image, and received not the mark upon the forehead and upon their hand; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years.  
B. The dead judged at Great White Throne – end of Millennium {Reward in Book of Life}
Rev.20:12-13 And I saw the dead, the great and the small, having stood before the Throne. And books were opened, and another book was opened, which is of Life. And the dead were judged (krinō) out of the things written in the books, according to their works.  13 And the sea gave forth the dead that were in it; and Death and Hades gave forth the dead that were in them. And each was judged (krinō) according to their works.
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
