Lawlessness – Anomia
Gen.19:15 (LXX) angels warned Lot – “lest you be consumed with the lawlessnesses of the city”
Exo.34:9 (LXX) Moses’ prayer – “and You will forgive our sins and our lawlessnesses, and we will be Yours”
Psa.5:4-5 (LXX) – Because You are not a God desiring lawlessness, neither will dwell in You a wicked act. Those beside-the-law will not remain before Your eyes. You hated all those working out the lawlessness.
Psa.14:1-4 (LXX) A fool says in his heart, “There is no God.” They are decayed and corrupted in their pursuits. There is not one doing kindness, nor is there even one. The Lord from the heaven stooped over the sons of men  to see if there is an understanding one, or one seeking God. All turned aside. Together they were worthless. There is not one doing kindness. There is not even one. {LXX adds verbiage not in Heb.} Do all those working out the lawlessness not recognize? Those swallowing down My people as an eating of bread have not called upon the Lord.
Psa.32:1 (LXX) Happy are those whom the lawlessnesses were forgiven, those whom the sins were covered over. Happy the man whom the Lord in no wise reckons sin; neither is deceit in his mouth. {quoted in Rom.4:7-8}
Psa.51:2 (LXX) Wash me more and more from my lawlessness, and from my sin cleanse me.
Psa.51:9 (LXX) Turn away Your face from my sins, and wipe away all my lawlessnesses.
Psa.89:32 (LXX) concerning David’s sons -  I will visit their lawlessnesses with a rod, and with whips their sins.
Isa.43:25 (LXX) I am, I am the one wiping away your lawlessnesses, and I will in no wise remember them.
Isa.44:22 (LXX) for behold, I wiped off as a cloud your lawlessnesses, and as darkness your sins. Return to Me and I will redeem you.
Isa.53:5 (LXX) But He was wounded on account of our lawlessnesses, and He is weakened on account of our sins.
Isa.53:8 (LXX) From the lawlessnesses of My people He was led into death.
Isa.64:6 (LXX) And we were become as unclean ones, we all; every righteousness of ours as a garment being set apart. And we flew away as a leaf, on account of our lawlessnesses a wind will take us.
Eze.18:21 (LXX) And if the lawless one should turn away from all his lawlessnesses which he did, and he should keep all My commandments and should perform righteousness and mercy, he will surely live. He will in no wise die.
Eze.18:24 (LXX) But by a righteous one turning away from his righteousness, and he should perform injustice according to all the lawlessnesses which the lawless one did, all his righteousnesses which he performed should in no wise be remembered. By his failings which he fell away and by his sins which he sinned – by them he will die.
Eze.36:33 (LXX) This says the Lord, ‘In the day which I will cleanse you from all your lawlessnesses, then I will cause the cities to be indwelt, and the wastes will be built up.
Eze.37:23 (LXX) lest they should defile themselves further by their idols, and I will rescue them from all their lawlessnesses which they sinned among themselves, and I will cleanse them. And they will be to Me for a people, and I the Lord will be to them for God.
Mat.7:21-23 {see Knowing God}
Mat.24:12 and on account of the increasing of the lawlessness, the love of the many will be grown cold
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Heb.10:16-17 This is the covenant that I will covenant for them after those days, says the Lord, giving My laws upon their hearts, and upon their minds I will inscribe them. And their sins and their lawlessnesses I will be reminded in no wise again.
1 Jn.3:4 Everyone who is doing the sin, he even does the lawlessness. And the sin is the lawlessness.
