F. I heard a loud voice in the heaven saying, “Now has come the salvation and the power and the kingdom of our God and the authority of His Christ, 
2 because was thrown the accuser of our brothers, who is accusing them before our God day and night.

B. When the dragon saw that he was thrown into the earth, he pursued the woman who gave birth to the male.
C. Was given to the woman the two wings of the great eagle, 
D. so that she may fly into the wilderness, into her place where she is fed there a season and seasons and half a season from before the snake.
E.1 The snake threw water like a river from his mouth after the woman, so that he might make her river-swept-away.
2. The earth helped the woman, and the earth opened its mouth and it drank down the river which the dragon threw from his mouth.
E. The dragon was furious over the woman, and he went away to make war with the rest of her seed, who are keeping the commandments of God and are having the witness of Jesus.
