9:22 And he made me discern and spoke with me and said, ‘Daniel, now I have come to make you prudent with understanding.’
9:23 In the beginning of your supplications the word went forth (yâtsâ`),
and I have come to declare it,
for desirablenesses are you.

and discern concerning the sight (mar`eh). v.1 1st year of Darius the Mede

9:24 Seventy sevens have been divided (châthak) 
concerning your people and – cp. v.19
concerning your holy (qôdesh) city – cp. v.19
to complete (kâlâh) the rebellion (pesha`) – 8:13, 23; Isa.66:24
to seal up (châtham) sins (chaƫƫâ’ôwth) – cp. Psa.25:7 or qere “finish”

9:25 Then know and ponder, 
from the going forth (môwtsâ`) of the word 
to bring back (shûwb) and to build Jerusalem		
until an anointed one - ruler (nâgîyd-archn) – 1 Sa.9:16 (Saul); 1 Ch.9:11 (chief priest); 13:1 (commanders)—but Luk.4:18 + Rev.1:5 = Christ
	will be seven sevens and sixty and two sevens.
Will return (shûwb)  and be built plaza and trench
even in the distress of the times. (hapax)
9:26 Then after the sixty and two sevens
will be cut off the anointed, 
and not his will be both the city and the sanctuary (qôdesh).
The ruler (nâgîyd) who is coming 
will bring to ruin (shâchath) the people – 8:24, 25
and its (their) end will be by a flood,
and until the end of war desolations (shâmêm) are being decided (chârats).
9:27 Then he will make strong (gâbar) a covenant for many 
one seven        since 2000, pres. of Isr. serves 1 seven-year term
and at half the seven 
he will make cease sacrifice (zebach) and gift (minchâh),
and upon a wing of abominations (miqqûwts); winged bull of Asshur?
will be a desolating one (shâmêm),

Daniel 7 (Aram.)
[bookmark: _GoBack]7:1 In year one for Belshazzar king of Babel, Daniel saw a dream and visions of his head upon his bed. Afterwards he wrote the dream, the chief of the words he spoke.

Daniel 8
8:1 In the third year for the reign of the king Belshazzar a vision (châzôwn) appeared to me, I Daniel, after that which appeared to me at the beginning.
8:2 And I saw in vision (châzôwn), and it happened in my seeing that I was in Susa, the palace that is in Elam, the province. And I saw in vision (châzôwn) that I came to be beside the river Ulai.
8:3 And I lifted my eyes and saw – and, behold, a certain ram standing before the river and it is as regards two horns. And the two horns were high, and the one higher than the second, and the higher one going up from behind.
8:4 I saw the ram pushing west and north and south, and every living thing stands not before it. And none is rescuing from his hand. And he does according to his will and he makes himself great (gâdal).
8:5 And it happened I was considering (biyn), and, behold, the he-goat kid was coming from the west over the face of the whole earth, and not touching upon the earth. And the he-goat had a horn of vision (châzôwn) between the eyes.
8:6 Then he came up to the ram, lord of the two horns, which I had seen standing before the river. And he ran toward him in the rage of his strength.
8:7 Then I saw him reaching beside the ram, and he was enraged at him. Then he struck the ram and shattered his two horns. And power came not on the ram to stand before him. Then he threw him down (shâlak) to earth and trampled him. And none came rescuing the ram from his hand.
8:8 Then the he-goat kid made himself great (gâdal) exceedingly. And as he became mighty, the great horn was broken. Then went up from under it a vision (châzôwn) of four to the four winds of the heavens.
8:9 Then out of the one of them went out (yâtsâ`) a certain horn from insignificance,
but it grew up (gâdal) in excess toward the south and toward the east and toward the beautiful land.
8:10 And it grew up as far as the army of the heavens,
and it made fall to earth from the army and from the stars and trampled them.
8:11 And up to the chief (sar) of the army it grew up, and from him has been raised up the continuously (tâmîyd), and the foundation of its sanctuary was thrown down (shâlak).
8:12 And an army will be given against the continuously in rebellion (pesha`), and it will throw down  (shâlak) truth to earth. And it will perform and succeed (tsâlach).
8:13 Then I heard one holy one speaking. Then said the other holy one to a certain one speaking, ‘Until when is the vision of the continuously (tâmîyd) and the desolating rebellion (pesha`) to give both holy place and army a trampling?’
8:14 And he said to me, ‘Until evening-morning two thousand and three hundred – then will be put right the holy place.’
8:15 And it happened, I Daniel, at my seeing the vision (châzôwn), and I sought understanding. Then, behold, standing to my front, one like an appearance (mar`eh) of a strong-man.
8:16 And I heard a voice of a man in between Ulai. And he called and said, ‘Gabriel, make this one discern the appearance (mar`eh).’
8:17 Then he came near my place, and by his coming I was terrified and fell upon my face. Then he said to me, ‘Understand, son of man, that for the time of the end is the vision (châzôwn).’
8:19 Then he said, ‘Behold, I am making known to you what will happen in the latter-end of the indignation (za`am), for it is for the appointed-time of the end.’
8:20 The ram which you saw as lord of the two horns is kings of Medea and Persia.
8:21 And the he-goat, the hairy one, is king of Greece. And the great horn which is between his eyes, he is the first king.
8:22 Then the breaking, and four from under it will stand. Four kingdoms from the nation will stand, but not in its strength.
8:23 Then in the latter-end of their reign, as the rebellious (pesha`) are finishing up, a king of fierce face will stand up and will be understanding enigmas.
8:24 And his strength will be mighty, but not by his own strength. And he will bring to ruin (shâchath) extraordinary things (pâlâ’). And he will succeed (tsâlach) and perform and bring to ruin (shâchath) mighty ones and people of the holy ones.
8:25 And by his insight he will even advance treachery by his hand. And in his heart he will make himself great (gâdal). And by prosperity he will bring many to ruin (shâchath), and against a chief (sar) of chiefs he will stand. And without hand he will be broken.
8:26 And the appearance of the evening and the morning which was told, this is truth. Then you close up (şâtham) the vision (châzôwn), for it is for many days.
8:27 And I, Daniel, became, even was made sick for days. And I arose and did the work of the king. And I was desolated (shâmêm) over the sight (mar`eh), but none was given to discern (biyn).


Daniel 11

11:1 And I, in year one for Darius the Mede, I was standing to strengthen and for a refuge to him.
11:2 And now I will declare to you truth – behold, yet three kings are standing for Persia. And the fourth will make rich riches greater than all. And according to his strength by his riches he will raise up the whole, namely the reign of Greece.  eth=”namely”, per Ozanne
11:3 Then a strong king will stand and he will rule a great dominion. And he will do according to his will.
11:4 And as his standing, his kingdom will be broken and will be divided to the four winds of the heavens - but not to his posterity, nor according to his dominion which he rules, because his kingdom will be plucked up and will be for others apart from these.
11:5 Then the king of the South will grow strong – even one of his princes (sar). And he will grow strong over him, and he will rule a great dominion, his dominion.
11:6 And at an end of years they will join themselves together, and a daughter of the king of the South will come to the king of the North to do rightly. And she will not retain the power of the arm, and he will not stand nor his arm. But she will be delivered up, she, also those bringing her and her child and one strengthening her in those times.
11:7 But one from a branch of her roots will stand in his place, and he will come against the army and will enter a fortress of the king of the North. And he will deal with them and take hold.
11:8 And also their gods, with their idols, with their desirable vessels of silver and gold he will bring in captivity to Egypt. And he will stand years more than the king of the North.
11:9 Then he will enter the kingdom of the king of the South, but he will return to his own ground.
11:10 Then his sons will stir themselves up (gârâh) and will gather a multitude of great forces, and he will surely come and overflow and pass through. But he will turn back and they will stir themselves up (gârâh) to her (kethib) refuge.
11:11 Then the king of the South will become enraged. Then he will go and be embattled with him, with the king of the North. And he will stand up a great multitude, and the multitude will be given into his hand.
11:12 When the multitude will be carried away, his heart will be lifted up. Then he will fell myriads, but he will not prevail.
11:13 Then the king of the North will return and will stand up a multitude greater than the former. And at the end of the times of years, he will surely come with a great army and with much substance.
11:14 And in those times many will stand against the king of the South, and sons of violent ones of your people will lift themselves up to make stand the vision (châzôwn), but they will stumble.
11:15 Then the king of the North will come and cast up a mound and seize a fortified city. And arms of the South will not stand, also his choice people. And there is no power to stand.
11:16 Then the one coming to him will do as his will, and there will be no one standing before him. But he will stand in the beautiful land, and a completion (kâlâh) will be in his hand.
11:17 And he will set his face to enter with the strength of his whole kingdom, and upright ones with him. Then he will prosper, and he will give the daughter of the women to him to corrupt (shâchath) it (kingdom). And it will not stand, nor will it become for him.
11:18 Then he will turn his face to the coasts and he will seize many. But a chief will cause his reproach to cease for himself, except he will return his reproach to him.
11:19 Then he will turn his face to refuges of his land, but he will stumble and fall and not be found.
11:20 Then will stand up concerning his place one passing along an oppressor of the ornament of his kingdom, but in a few days he will be broken, but not in anger nor in battle.
11:21 And will stand up in his place a despised one, and they have not given to him the majesty of the kingdom, but he will come in by quietness and he will grasp the kingdom by flatteries.
11:22 And with the arms of the flood (sheƫeph) they will be overflowed (shâƫaph) from before him and be broken, and also a ruler of a covenant.
11:23 And after joining themselves to him, he will make treachery. And he will go up and become strong with a minority of a nation.
11:24 By ease and by prosperities of the province he will come, and he will do what his fathers have not done – and his fathers’ fathers. He will scatter to them spoil and plunder and substance, and against fortifications he will devise his devices, even for a time.
11:25 And he will rouse up his power and his heart against the king of the South with a great army. And the king of the South will stir himself up to battle with a great and mighty army exceedingly. But he will not stand, because they will devise devices against him.
11:26 And those eating his portion will break him. And his army will overflow, but they will fall with many pierced. 
11:27 And the both kings, their hearts will be toward evil. And upon one table they will speak lies, but it will not advance, because the end is yet for an appointed time.
11:28 And he will return to his land with great substance, and his heart will be against the holy covenant. And he will perform and return to his land.
11:29 At an appointed time he will return and enter the South, but it will not come as former, nor as latter.
11:30 Then ships of Chittim will come against him and he will be discouraged. Then he will return and be indignant against the holy covenant. And he will perform and return and he will understand concerning those forsaking the holy covenant.
11:31 And arms from him, they will stand, 
and they will profane the sanctuary (miqdâsh), the refuge.
And they will take away the continuously (tâmîyd),
and they will appoint the desolating (shâmêm) abomination (miqqûwts).

11:32 Those condemning the covenant he will corrupt by flatteries,
but a people knowing their Elohim will be made strong and perform.

11:33 And the prudent among the people will give discernment to many,
but they will fall by sword and by flame, by captivity and by plunder for days.

11:34 But in their falling they will be helped with a little help,
and many will be joined to them by flatteries.

11:35 And some of those making prudent will fall, to refine among them and to purify and to make white,
until time of the end, for it is yet for an appointed time.

11:36 Then the king will do according to his will, and will exalt himself and will magnify himself above every god. 
And against God of gods he will speak extraordinary things (pâlâ’),
And he will succeed (tsâlach) until the indignation (za`am) has completed (kâlâh), for a strict decision (chârats)  has been made.

11:37 And he will not discern concerning the god of his fathers, nor concerning desire of women, 
and concerning every god he will not discern, for against all he will magnify himself.

11:38 But to a god of refuges in its place he will give honor, 
even to a god whom his fathers knew not he will give honor with gold and with silver and with precious stone and with desirable things.

11:39 And he will act toward fortifications of refuges with a foreign god whom he recognized.
He will multiply honor and he will make rule among many.
And he will divide land by price.
11:40 And at the time of the end the king of the south will thrust himself with him, but the king of the north will storm against him with chariot and with horses and with many ships. Then he will come into lands and will overflow (shâƫaph) and will pass through.
11:41 And he will enter the beautiful land, and many will be overthrown. But these will escape from his hand – Edom and Moab, and the chief of the sons of Ammon.
11:42 And he will send forth his hand against lands, and the land of Egypt will not come to an escape.
11:43 But he will rule over the treasures of the gold and the silver, and over all the precious things of Egypt. And Libyans and Ethiopians are at his steps.
11:44 But reports will disturb him from east and from north. Then he will go out in a great rage to annihilate and to devote (destroy) many.
11:45 And he will plant the tents of his pavilion between the seas, toward the beautiful holy mountain. But he will come up to his end, and there is no one helping for him.

Daniel 12

12:1 And at that time Michael the great prince (sar) will stand up, who is standing for the sons of your people. And will come a time of distress, which has not come since the coming of a nation until that time. And at that time your people will escape, those found written in the book.
12:2 And many sleeping in the ground of dust will awaken, some to age-abiding life, some to disgrace to age-abiding contempt.
12:3 Those teaching will shine as the shining of the expanse, and those making righteous the many as stars for an age and ever.
12:4 But you Daniel shut up the words and seal the book until time of the end (qêts). Many will go here and there and increase the (their) knowledge.
