Supersession of the Law
(these are mostly NKJV citations)
Rom.3:19-23  19 Now we know that whatever the law says, it says to those who are under the law, that every mouth may be stopped, and all the world may become guilty before God.  20 Therefore by the deeds of the law no flesh will be justified in His sight, for by the law is the knowledge of sin.  21 But now the righteousness of God apart from the law is revealed, being witnessed by the Law and the Prophets,  22 even the righteousness of God, through faith in Jesus Christ, to all and on all who believe. For there is no difference;  23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God,
Rom.3:27-28  27 Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law? Of works? No, but by the law of faith.  28 Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith apart from the deeds of the law.
Rom.6:4-12   4 Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.  5 For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness of His resurrection,  6 knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin.  7 For he who has died has been freed from sin.  8 Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with Him,  9 knowing that Christ, having been raised from the dead, dies no more. Death no longer has dominion over Him.  10 For the death that He died, He died to sin once for all; but the life that He lives, He lives to God.  11 Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord.  12 Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in its lusts.
Rom.6:14  14 For sin will not lord over you, for you are not under law but under grace.
Rom.6:18-20  18 And having been set free from sin, you became slaves of righteousness.  19 I speak in human terms because of the weakness of your flesh. For just as you presented your members as slaves of uncleanness, and of lawlessness leading to more lawlessness, so now present your members as slaves of righteousness for holiness.  20 For when you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness.
Rom.6:21-23  For the end of those things is death.  22 But now having been set free from sin, and having become slaves of God, you have your fruit to holiness, and the end, everlasting life.  23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Rom.7:1  NKJ Or do you not know, brethren (for I speak to those who know the law), that the law lords over a man as long as he lives?
Rom.7:4-23  4 Therefore, my brethren, you also have become dead to the law through the body of Christ, that you may be married to another -- to Him who was raised from the dead, that we should bear fruit to God.  5 For when we were in the flesh, the sinful passions which were aroused by the law were at work in our members to bear fruit to death.  6 But now we have been delivered from the law, having died to what we were held by, so that we should serve in the newness of the Spirit and not in the oldness of the letter.  7 What shall we say then? Is the law sin? Certainly not! On the contrary, I would not have known sin except through the law. For I would not have known covetousness unless the law had said, "You shall not covet."  8 But sin, taking opportunity by the commandment, produced in me all manner of evil desire. For apart from the law sin was dead.  9 I was alive once without the law, but when the commandment came, sin revived and I died.  10 And the commandment, which was to bring life, I found to bring death.  11 For sin, taking occasion by the commandment, deceived me, and by it killed me.  12 Therefore the law is holy, and the commandment holy and just and good.  13 Has then what is good become death to me? Certainly not! But sin, that it might appear sin, was producing death in me through what is good, so that sin through the commandment might become exceedingly sinful.  14 For we know that the law is spiritual, but I am carnal, sold under sin.  15 For what I am doing, I do not understand. For what I will to do, that I do not practice; but what I hate, that I do.  16 If, then, I do what I will not to do, I agree with the law that it is good.  17 But now, it is no longer I who do it, but sin that dwells in me.  18 For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh) nothing good dwells; for to will is present with me, but how to perform what is good I do not find.  19 For the good that I will to do, I do not do; but the evil I will not to do, that I practice.  20 Now if I do what I will not to do, it is no longer I who do it, but sin that dwells in me.  21 I find then a law, that evil is present with me, the one who wills to do good.  22 For I delight in the law of God according to the inward man.  23 But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the Law of Sin which is in my members.
Rom.8:2-14  2 For the law of the Spirit of Life by Christ Jesus has made me free from the Law of Sin and Death.  3 For what the law could not do in that it was weak through the flesh, God did by sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, on account of sin: He condemned sin in the flesh,  4 that the righteous requirement of the law might be fulfilled in us who do not walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit.  5 For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit.  6 For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.  7 Because the mind of the flesh is enmity against God; for it is not subordinated to the law of God, nor indeed can be.  8 So then, those who are in the flesh cannot please God.  9 But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His.  10 And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because of sin, but the Spirit is life because of righteousness.  11 But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.  12 Therefore, brethren, we are debtors -- not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh.  13 For if you live according to the flesh you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live.  14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God.
Rom.9:30-32  30 What shall we say then? That Gentiles, who did not pursue righteousness, have attained to righteousness, even the righteousness of faith;  31 but Israel, pursuing a law of righteousness, has not attained to law.  32 Why? Because they did not seek it by faith, but as it were, by the works of the law. For they stumbled at that stumbling stone.
Rom.10:4-5  4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone who believes.  5 For Moses writes about the righteousness which is of the law, "The man who does those things shall live by them."
Rom.13:8-10  8 Owe no one anything except to love one another, for he who loves another has fulfilled the law.  9 For the commandments, "You shall not commit adultery," "You shall not murder," "You shall not steal," "You shall not bear false witness," "You shall not covet," and if there is any other commandment, are all summed up in this saying, namely, "You shall love your neighbor as yourself."  10 Love does no evil (harm) to a neighbor; therefore love is the fulfillment of the law.
Rom.14:1-8  NKJ Receive one who is weak in the faith, but not to disputes over doubtful things.  2 For one believes he may eat all things, but he who is weak eats only vegetables.  3 Let not him who eats despise him who does not eat, and let not him who does not eat judge him who eats; for God has received him.  4 Who are you to judge another's servant? To his own master he stands or falls. Indeed, he will be made to stand, for God is able to make him stand.  5 One person esteems one day above another; another esteems every day alike. Let each be fully convinced in his own mind.  6 He who observes the day, observes it to the Lord; and he who does not observe the day, to the Lord he does not observe it. He who eats, eats to the Lord, for he gives God thanks; and he who does not eat, to the Lord he does not eat, and gives God thanks.  7 For none of us lives to himself, and no one dies to himself.  8 For if we live, we live to the Lord; and if we die, we die to the Lord. Therefore, whether we live or die, we are the Lord's.
Rom.14:14-17   14 I know and am convinced by the Lord Jesus that there is nothing unclean of itself; but to him who considers anything to be unclean, to him it is unclean.  15 Yet if your brother is grieved because of your food, you are no longer walking in love. Do not destroy with your food the one for whom Christ died.  16 Therefore do not let your good be spoken of as evil;  17 for the kingdom of God is not eating and drinking, but righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.
Rom.14:19-23   19 Therefore let us pursue the things which make for peace and the things by which one may edify another.  20 Do not destroy the work of God for the sake of food. All things indeed are pure, but it is evil for the man who eats with offense.  21 It is good neither to eat meat nor drink wine nor do anything by which your brother stumbles or is offended or is made weak.  22 Do you have faith? Have it to yourself before God. Happy is he who does not condemn himself in what he approves.  23 But he who doubts is condemned if he eats, because he does not eat from faith; for whatever is not from faith is sin.
Rom.15:1-2  NKJ We then who are strong ought to bear with the scruples of the weak, and not to please ourselves.  2 Let each of us please his neighbor for his good, leading to edification.
Gal.2:3-4   Yet not even Titus who was with me, being a Greek, was compelled to be circumcised.  4And this occurred because of false brethren secretly brought in (who came in by stealth to spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into slavery),
Gal.2:16  knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law but by faith in Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Christ Jesus, that we might be justified by faith in Christ and not by the works of the law; for by the works of the law no flesh shall be justified.
Gal.2:19-21  "For I through the law died to the law that I might live to God.  20 "I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me.  21 "I do not set aside the grace of God; for if righteousness comes through the law, then Christ died in vain."
Gal.3:2-3  2 This only I want to learn from you: Did you receive the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?  3 Are you so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, are you now being made perfect by the flesh?
Gal.3:5-7   5 Therefore He who supplies the Spirit to you and works miracles among you, does He do it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? --  6 just as Abraham "believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness."  7 Therefore know that only those who are of faith are sons of Abraham.
Gal.3:10-14  10 For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse; for it is written, "Cursed is everyone who does not continue in all things which are written in the book of the law, to do them."  11 But that no one is justified by the law in the sight of God is evident, for "the just shall live by faith."  12 Yet the law is not of faith, but "the man who does them shall live by them."  13 Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, "Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree"),  14 that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.
Gal.3:17-19   17 And this I say, that the law, which was four hundred and thirty years later, cannot annul the covenant that was confirmed before by God in Christ, that it should make the promise of no effect.  18 For if the inheritance is of the law, it is no longer of promise; but God gave it to Abraham by promise.  19 What purpose then does the law serve? It was added because of transgressions, till the Seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was appointed through angels by the hand of a mediator.
Gal.3:23-25  23 But before faith came, we were kept under guard by the law, kept for the faith which would afterward be revealed.  24 Therefore the law was our tutor to bring us to Christ, that we might be justified by faith.  25 But after faith has come, we are no longer under a tutor.
Galatians 4:3-5  3 Even so we, when we were children, were in bondage under the elements of the world.  4 But when the fullness of the time had come, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born under the law,  5 to redeem those who were under the law, that we might receive the adoption as sons.
Galatians 4:9-10  9 But now after you have known God, or rather are known by God, how is it that you turn again to the weak and poor elements, to which you desire again to be enslaved?  10 You observe days and months and seasons and years.
Galatians 4:23-25  23 But he who was of the bondwoman was born according to the flesh, and he of the freewoman through promise,  24 which things are symbolic. For these are the two covenants: the one from Mount Sinai which gives birth to slavery, which is Hagar --  25 for this Hagar is Mount Sinai in Arabia, and corresponds to Jerusalem which now is, and is in bondage with her children –
Gal.5:1-6  NKJ Stand fast therefore in the liberty by which Christ has made us free, and do not be entangled again with a yoke of slavery.  2 Indeed I, Paul, say to you that if you become circumcised, Christ will profit you nothing.  3 And I testify again to every man who becomes circumcised that he is a debtor to keep the whole law.  4 You have become estranged from Christ, you who attempt to be justified by law; you have fallen from grace.  5 For we through the Spirit eagerly wait for the hope of righteousness by faith.  6 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision avails anything, but faith working through love.
Gal.5:13-14  13 For you, brethren, have been called to liberty; only do not use liberty as an opportunity for the flesh, but through love serve one another.  14 For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this: "You shall love your neighbor as yourself."
Gal.5:16-18   16 I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.  17 For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and these are contrary to one another, so that you do not do the things that you wish.  18 But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law.
Gal.5:22-25  22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,  23 gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law.  24 And those who are Christ's have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires.  25 If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.
Gal.6:2-5  2 Bear one another's burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ.  3 For if anyone thinks himself to be something, when he is nothing, he deceives himself.  4 But let each one examine his own work, and then he will have rejoicing in himself alone, and not in another.  5 For each one shall bear his own load.
Gal.6:8-10  8 For he who sows to his flesh will of the flesh reap corruption, but he who sows to the Spirit will of the Spirit reap everlasting life.  9 And let us not grow weary while doing good, for in due season we shall reap if we do not lose heart.  10 Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do good to all, especially to those who are of the household of faith.
Gal.6:15-16   15 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision avails anything, but a new creation.  16 And as many as walk according to this rule, peace and mercy be upon them, and upon the Israel of God.
1 Cor.7:17-24  17 But as God has distributed to each one, as the Lord has called each one, so let him walk. And so I ordain in all the churches.  18 Was anyone called while circumcised? Let him not become uncircumcised. Was anyone called while uncircumcised? Let him not be circumcised.  19 Circumcision is nothing and uncircumcision is nothing, but keeping the commandments of God is what matters.  20 Let each one remain in the same calling in which he was called.  21 Were you called while a slave? Do not be concerned about it; but if you can be made free, rather use it.  22 For he who is called in the Lord while a slave is the Lord's freedman. Likewise he who is called while free is Christ's slave.  23 You were bought at a price; do not become slaves of men.  24 Brethren, let each one remain with God in that state in which he was called.
1 Cor.9:19-22  19 For though I am free from all men, I have made myself a servant to all, that I might win the more;  20 and to the Jews I became as a Jew, that I might win Jews; to those who are under the law, as under the law, that I might win those who are under the law;  21 to those who are without law, as without law (not being without law toward God, but under law toward Christ), that I might win those who are without law;  22 to the weak I became as weak, that I might win the weak. I have become all things to all men, that I might by all means save some.
Heb.1:3 having made purification of the sins, He sat at the right of the Majesty in the heights (cp. Exo.30:10, LXX – Aaron made atonement “by the blood of the purification of the sins”)
Heb.1:9   9 You have loved righteousness and hated lawlessness (anomia); Therefore God, Your God, has anointed You With the oil of gladness more than Your companions.
Heb.1:14   14 Are they not all ministering spirits sent forth to minister for those who are about to inherit salvation?
Heb.2:1-3  NKJ Therefore we must give the more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we drift away.  2 For if the word spoken through angels proved steadfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just reward (misthapodosia),  3 how shall we escape (ekpheugō) if we neglect so great a salvation, which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him,
Heb.2:17  17 Therefore, in all things He had to be made like His brethren, that He might be a merciful and faithful High Priest in things pertaining to God, to pardon the sins of the people. (NB, I have altered the NKJV “propitiation” to “pardon”, as I believe that makes more sense in today’s English)
Heb.3:1-6  NKJ Therefore, holy brethren, sharers of a heavenly calling (hapax, then cp. Joh.3:12, 1 Cor.15:49), consider the Apostle and High Priest of our confession, Christ Jesus,  2 who was faithful to Him who appointed Him, as Moses also was faithful in all His house.  3 For this One has been counted worthy of more glory than Moses, inasmuch as He who built the house has more honor than the house.  4 For every house is built by someone, but He who built all things is God.  5 And Moses indeed was faithful in all His house as a servant, for a testimony of those things which would be spoken afterward,  6 but Christ as a Son over His own house, whose house we are if we hold fast the confidence and the rejoicing of the hope firm to the end.
Heb.3:12-19  12 Beware, brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief in the standing apart from the living God;  13 but exhort one another daily, while it is called "Today," lest any of you be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin.  14 For we have become sharers of Christ if we hold the beginning of our confidence steadfast to the end,  15 while it is said: "Today, if you will hear His voice, Do not harden your hearts as in the rebellion."  16 For who, having heard, rebelled? Indeed, was it not all who came out of Egypt, led by Moses?  17 Now with whom was He angry forty years? Was it not with those who sinned, whose corpses fell in the wilderness?  18 And to whom did He swear that they would not enter His rest, but to those who did not obey?  19 So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief.
Heb.4:9-11  9 There remains therefore a rest for the people of God.  10 For he who has entered His rest has himself also ceased from his works as God did from His.  11 Let us therefore be diligent to enter that rest, lest anyone fall according to the same example of disobedience.
Heb.5:9-10   9 And having been perfected, He became the cause of aionian salvation to all who obey Him,  10 called by God as High Priest "according to the order of Melchizedek,"
Heb.6:1-9  NKJ Therefore, leaving the word of the first things of Christ, let us go on to perfection, not laying again a foundation of repentance from dead works and of faith toward God,  2 of the doctrine of baptisms, of laying on of hands, of resurrection of the dead, and of aionian judgment.  3 And this we will do if God permits.  4 For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted the Heavenly Gift, and have become sharers of holy spirit,  5 and have tasted the good word of God and powers of a coming age,  6 if they fall away, to renew them again to repentance, since they crucify again for themselves the Son of God, and put Him to an open shame.  7 For the earth which drinks in the rain that often comes upon it, and bears herbs useful for those by whom it is cultivated, receives blessing from God;  8 but if it bears thorns and briars, it is rejected and near to a curse, whose end is for burning.  9 But, beloved, we have been persuaded, concerning you, the better things, even things having salvation, if even thus we speak. {do “the better things” supersede the good that God spoke to Israel by the prophets?}
Heb.6:12-20  12 that you do not become sluggish, but imitate those who through faith and patience inherit the promises.  13 For when God made a promise to Abraham, because He could swear by no one greater, He swore by Himself,  14 saying, "Surely blessing I will bless you, and multiplying I will multiply you."  15 And so, after he had patiently endured, he obtained the promise.  16 For men indeed swear by the greater, and an oath for confirmation is for them an end of all dispute.  17 Thus God, determining to show more abundantly to the heirs of promise the immutability of His counsel, confirmed it by an oath,  18 that by two immutable things, in which it is impossible for God to lie, we might have strong encouragement, those having fled to grasp the hope set before us.  19 This hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and steadfast, and which enters the Presence behind the veil,  20 where the forerunner has entered for us, even Jesus, having become High Priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek.  
Heb.7:4-7   4 Now consider how great this man was, to whom even the patriarch Abraham gave a tenth of the spoils.  5 And indeed those who are of the sons of Levi, who receive the priesthood, have a commandment to receive tithes from the people according to the law, that is, from their brethren, though they have come from the loins of Abraham;  6 but he whose genealogy is not derived from them received tithes from Abraham and blessed him who had the promises.  7 Now beyond all contradiction the lesser is blessed by the better.
Heb.7:11-28  11 Therefore, if perfection (teleiōsis) were through the Levitical priesthood (for under it the people received the law), what further need was there that another priest should rise according to the order of Melchizedek, and not be called according to the order of Aaron?  12 For the priesthood having been changed, of necessity also a change of the law comes.  13 For He of whom these things are spoken belongs to another tribe, from which no man has officiated at the altar.  14 For it is evident that our Lord arose from Judah, of which tribe Moses spoke nothing concerning priesthood.  15 And it is yet far more evident if, according to the likeness of Melchizedek, there arises another priest  16 who has come, not according to a law of fleshly commandment, but according to power of an indestructible life.  17 For He testifies: "You are a priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek."  18 For on the one hand there is an annulling of the former commandment because of its weakness and unprofitableness,  19 for the law made nothing perfect (teleioō); but bringing in a better hope, through which we draw near to God.  20 And inasmuch as He was not made priest without an oath  21 (for they have become priests without an oath, but He with an oath by Him who said to Him: "The LORD has sworn And will not relent, 'You are a priest forever According to the order of Melchizedek' "),  22 according to so much even Jesus has become guarantor of a better covenant.  23 Also there were many priests, because they were prevented by death from continuing.  24 But He, on account of His continuing until the age, has the untransferable priesthood.  25 Therefore He is also able to save to the uttermost (pantelēs) those coming to God through Him, since He always lives to make intercession for them.  26 For such a High Priest was even fitting for us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and having become higher than the heavens;  27 who does not need daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifices, first for His own sins and then for the people's, for this He did once for all when He offered up Himself.  28 For the law appoints men as high priests having weakness, but the word of the oath, which is after the law, appointed a Son, perfected (teleioō) until the age.
Heb8:2-13   2 a Minister of the Holies and of the True Tent which the Lord put up, not man.  3 For every high priest is appointed to offer both gifts and sacrifices. Therefore it is necessary this One also to have something which He may offer.  4 For if He were on earth, He would not be a priest, since there are priests who offer the gifts according to the law;  5 who serve an example and shadow of the heavenlies, even as Moses was instructed being about to complete the tent. For He said, "See that you make all things according to the pattern shown you on the mountain."  6 But now He has obtained a more excellent ministry, inasmuch as He is also Mediator of a better covenant, which has been legislated by better promises.  7 For if that first covenant was faultless, then no place would have been sought for a second.  8 For finding fault with them, He says: "Behold, the days are coming, says the LORD, then I will complete a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah --  9 "not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt; because they did not continue in My covenant, and I disregarded them, says the LORD.  10 "For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: I will put My laws in their mind and write them on their hearts; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people.  11 "None of them shall teach his neighbor, and none his brother, saying, 'Know the LORD,' for all shall know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them.  12 "For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their lawless deeds I will remember no more."  13 By saying, "new" He has made the first old. But the one having become old and growing old is near disappearing.
Heb.9:7-15  7 But into the second part the high priest went alone once a year, not without blood, which he offered for himself and for the people's sins committed in ignorance;  8 the Holy Spirit indicating this, that the way into the Holiest of All was not yet made manifest while the first tabernacle was still standing.  9 Which was a parable for the present season in which both gifts and sacrifices are offered, not being able to make the one serving perfect (teleioō) in regard to the conscience --  10 only concerning foods and drinks, and various baptisms, regulations of flesh being imposed until a season of new order.  11 But Christ having come along as High Priest of the coming good things, with the greater and more perfect (teleios) tent not hand-made, that is, not of this creation.  12 Not with the blood of goats and bulls, but with His own blood He entered once the Holies once for all, having found aionian liberation.  13 For if the blood of bulls and goats and the ashes of a heifer, sprinkling the unclean, sanctifies to the purification of the flesh,  14 how much more the blood of Christ, Who by aionian spirit offered Himself spotless to God, will cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?  15 And on account of this He is Mediator of a new covenant, so that, death having come, for redemption of the transgressions concerning the first covenant, that those called may receive the promise of the aionian inheritance.
Hebrews 9:22-26  22 And according to the law almost all things are cleansed with blood, and without bloodshed there comes not forgiveness.  23 Therefore it was necessary that the copies of the things in the heavens should be purified with these, but the heavenly things themselves with better sacrifices than these.  24 For Christ has not entered the holy places made with hands, which are copies of the true, but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us;  25 not that He should offer Himself often, as the high priest enters into the Holies every year with blood of another --  26 He then would have had to suffer often since the overthrow of the world; but now, once at the end-time of the ages, He has appeared to put away the sin by the sacrifice of Himself.
Heb.9:28  28 so Christ having been offered once to bear the sins of many. To those expectantly awaiting Him, He will appear a second time, apart from sin, for salvation.
Heb.10:1-6  NKJ For the law, having a shadow of the coming good things, not the very image of the matters, by the same sacrifices which they offer continually year by year, never can perfect those approaching.  2 Since would they not have ceased to be offered? On account of no longer having conscience of sins, those serving once having been cleansed.  3 But in those sacrifices there is a reminder of sins every year.  4 For it is impossible blood of bulls and goats to take away sins.  5 Therefore, when He came into the world, He said: "Sacrifice and offering You did not desire, But a body You have prepared for Me.  6 By burnt offerings and concerning sin-offering You were not pleased.
Heb.10:8-12   8 Previously saying, "Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings, and concerning sin-offering You did not desire, neither were You pleased" (which things are offered according to the law),  9 then He said, "Behold, I come to perform Your desire." He abolishes the first that He may establish the second.  10 By the desire we are sanctified by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.  11 And every priest indeed has stood ministering daily and offering repeatedly the same sacrifices, which can never remove sins.  12 But this One, having offered one sacrifice on behalf of sins to the end, sat at the right hand of God,
Heb.10:14-22  14 for by one offering he has perfected (teleioō) to the end those sanctified;  15 and testifies to us also the Holy Spirit, for after having said,  16 'This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, says the Lord, giving My laws on their hearts, and upon their minds I will write them,'  17 and 'their sins and their lawlessness I will remember no more;'  18 and where forgiveness of these is, there is no more offering for sin.  19 Having, therefore, brothers, boldness for the entrance into the Holies, by the blood of Jesus,  20 which way He did initiate for us -- new and living, through the vail, that is, His flesh --  21 and a high priest over the house of God,  22 may we draw near with a true heart, in full assurance of faith, having the hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and having the body washed with pure water;
Hebrews 10:26-31  26 For we -- willfully sinning after the receiving the recognition of the truth -- no more concerning sins is there left behind a sacrifice,  27 but a certain fearful looking for of judgment, and fiery zeal, about to devour the opposers;  28 anyone who set aside a law of Moses, apart from mercies, by two or three witnesses, dies,  29 by how much worse punishment do you think he will be worthy who was trampling the Son of God, and was regarding the blood of the covenant a common thing, by which he was sanctified, and having insulted the Spirit of Grace?  30 for we have known Him who is saying, 'Vengeance is Mine, I will recompense, says the Lord;' and again, 'The Lord will judge His people;' --  31 fearful is the falling into the hands of the living God.
Hebrews 10:34-39   34 for also with my bonds you sympathized, and the robbery of your goods with joy you received, knowing that you have to yourselves a better property in the heavens, and enduring.  35 Cast not away, therefore, your boldness, which has great reward (misthapodosia),  36 for you have need of patience, that the desire of God having done, you may receive the promise,  37 for yet a very, very little while, the One coming will come, and will not delay;  38 and 'the righteous by faith shall live,' and 'if he may draw back, My soul is not pleased by him,'  39 and we are not of those turning back to destruction, but of those believing to preserving of soul.
Heb.11:13-16  13 In faith died all these, not having received the promises, but from afar having seen them, and having been persuaded, and having saluted them, and having confessed that strangers and sojourners they are upon the earth,  14 for those saying such things make manifest that they seek a country;  15 and if, indeed, they had been mindful of that from which they came forth, they might have had an opportunity to return,  16 but now they long for a better, that is, an heavenly, wherefore God is not ashamed of them, to be called their God, for He prepared for them a city.
Heb.11:35  35 Women received their dead by resurrection, and others were tortured, not accepting the deliverance, so that they might obtain a better resurrection,
Heb.11:39-40  39 and these all, having been witnessed by the faith, did not receive the promise,  40 God having foreseen for us something better, lest apart from us they might be made perfect (teleioō).
Heb.12:2-4  2 looking unto Jesus, the leader and perfecter (teleiōtēs) of the faith, who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.  3 For consider Him who endured such hostility from sinners against Himself, lest you become weary and discouraged in your souls.  4 You have not yet resisted to bloodshed, striving against sin.
Heb.12:8   8 But if you are without discipline, of which all have become sharers, then you are illegitimate and not sons.
Heb.12:22-29  22 But you have approached Mount Zion and to the city of the living God, heavenly Jerusalem, to myriads of angels, to a festive gathering 23 and assembly of firstborn enrolled in heaven, and to God Judge of all, and to spirits of just ones having been perfected (teleioō),  24 and to Jesus Mediator of a new covenant, and to blood of sprinkling speaking a better thing than Abel.  25 See that you do not refuse Him who speaks. For if they did not escape who refused Him who spoke on earth, much more shall we not escape if we turn away from Him who speaks from heaven,  26 whose voice then shook the earth; but now He has promised, saying, "Yet once more I shake not only the earth, but also heaven."  27 Now this, "Yet once more," indicates the removal of those things that are being shaken, as of things that are made, that the things which cannot be shaken may remain.  28 Therefore, receiving an unshakeable kingdom, let us have grace, by which we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear.  29 For our God is a consuming fire.
Hebrews 13:8-16  8 Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.  9 Do not be carried about with various and strange doctrines. For it is good that the heart be established by grace, not by foods by which those going about were not profited.  10 We have an altar from which those serving in the tent have no authority to eat.  11 For the bodies of those animals, whose blood is brought into the sanctuary by the high priest for sin, are burned outside the camp.  12 Therefore Jesus also, that He might sanctify the people with His own blood, suffered outside the gate.  13 Therefore let us go forth to Him, outside the camp, bearing His reproach.  14 For we have not here an abiding city, but we seek for the one about to come.  15 Therefore by Him let us offer up a sacrifice of praise continually to God, that is, the fruit of our lips, confessing to His name.  16 But do not neglect the good-doing and sharing, for with such sacrifices God is well pleased.
1 Pet.3:20-21 having disobeyed formerly, when the longsuffering of God waited in the days of Noah, for building an ark, into which few, that is, eight lives were saved through water, which antitype even now saves you – baptism, not removal of dirt from flesh, but an answer to God of a good conscience by the resurrection of Jesus Christ.
2 Pet.1:9-11  9 For he who lacks these things is shortsighted, even to blindness, and has forgotten that he was cleansed from his old sins.  10 Therefore, brethren, be even more diligent to make your calling and election sure, for if you do these things you will never stumble;  11 for so an entrance will be supplied to you abundantly into the everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.
1 Joh.2:2 And He Himself is the pardon for our sins, and not for ours only but also for the whole world.
1 Joh.4:10 In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son to be the pardon for our sins.

	In the saying, ‘New’ He has made old the first, but what is being made old and decrepit is near disappearing.

	Heb.9:1
	The first had indeed, then, regulations of service, and the worldly Holy Place.

	Heb.9:7-10
	and into the second part, once in the year, the high-priest only, not apart from blood, which he offers on behalf of himself and of the ignorance-sins of the people, the Holy Spirit indicating this – the way of the Holies not yet to have been manifested, yet the first tent having a standing, which is a parable for the Present Season, acc. to which both gifts and sacrifices are offered, not being able acc. to conscience to perfect the one serving – only in foods and drinks and diverse baptisms, regulations of flesh until a season of reformation being imposed. 

	Heb.9:11-14
	But Christ having come along as High-priest of the coming good things, by the greater and more perfect tent, not hand-made – that is, not of this creation – neither by blood of he-goats and bulls, but by His own blood entered in once for all into the Holies, having found age-abiding redemption. For if the blood of he-goats and bulls and ash of a heifer sprinkling the unclean makes holy, for the purification of the flesh, how much more the blood of the Christ, Who by an age-abiding spirit offered Himself faultless to God, will purify our conscience from dead works to serve the living God.

	Heb.9:15
	And on account of this He is Mediator of a new covenant, so that death having come, for release of the violations concerning the first covenant, those called might receive the promise of the age-abiding inheritance.

	Heb.9:22-26
	And almost all things with blood are purified acc. to the law, and apart from bloodshed there comes not forgiveness. Therefore, of necessity, indeed, the patterns of the things in the heavens to be purified with these, but the very heavenlies with better sacrifices than these. For Christ entered not into the hand-made Holies, antitypes of the true ones, but into the heaven itself, to appear in the presence of God on our behalf. Neither that He should offer Himself repeatedly, even as the high-priest enters into the Holies yearly by another’s blood, otherwise He must have suffered often since the overthrow of the world. But now once at the sunteleia of the ages, He has appeared for setting aside the sin by His own sacrifice.

	Heb.9:28
	Christ having been offered once to bear sins of many, He will appear a second time apart from sin to those awaiting Him for salvation.

	Heb.10:1-4
	For the law having a shadow of the good things about to be – not the very form of the things – can never by these same sacrifices yearly, which they offer continually, make perfect those approaching. Otherwise, would they not have ceased being offered, on account of those serving having no longer a conscience of sins, having been purified once? But by the same sacrifices is a reminder of sins year by year, for it is impossible for blood of bulls and he-goats to take away sins.

	Heb.10:8-10
	‘Sacrifices and offerings and holocausts and concerning sin-offering You desired not, neither were well-pleased with’ – which are offered acc. to law. Then He said, ‘Behold, I come to perform Your desire.’ He abolishes the first in order to establish the second, by which desire we are having been set apart by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.

	Heb.10:11-14
	And every priest indeed has stood serving daily, offering the same sacrifices repeatedly which can never take away sins. But This One having offered one sacrifice on behalf of sins for all time sat at the right of God, waiting for the remaining time until His enemies might be placed a footstool of His feet. For by one offering He has perfected for all time those set apart.

	Heb.10:18-23
	But where there is forgiveness of these, no longer is there an offering concerning sin. Therefore, having boldness, brothers, for the entrance of the Holies by the blood of Jesus, which new and living way He initiated for us through the curtain (that is, His flesh), and a Great Priest over the house of God, may we approach with true heart by full assurance of faith, the hearts having been sprinkled from a wicked conscience, and the body washed with pure water (LXX – Eze.36:25-26), may we hold fast the confession of the unwavering hope, for faithful is the One having promised.

	Heb.10:25-29
	…but encouraging and so much more, as much as you see the day drawing near. For our sinning willfully after having received the recognition of the truth, no longer does a sacrifice remain concerning sins, but a certain fearful prospect of judgment, and zeal of fire about to devour the opposers. Anyone having set aside a law of Moses, dies without mercies upon two or three witnesses. By how much severer punishment do you think he will be worthy, who is having trampled the Son of God, and having thought common the blood of the covenant, by which he was set apart, and having insulted the Spirit of Grace?

	Heb.10:34
	For also you sympathized with the prisoners, and you accepted the seizure of your possessions with joy, knowing yourselves to have a better and enduring property.

	Heb.10:38-39
	But My just one will live by faith, and if he should draw back, My Soul does not delight in him. But we are not of a turning back for destruction, but of faith for possession of self.

	Heb.11:4
	By faith Abel offered a greater sacrifice than Cain…

	Heb.11:16
	But now they long for a better, that is a heavenly homeland. Therefore, God is not ashamed of them to be called ‘God’, for He prepared for them a city.

	For you have not approached what is being touched and burnt by fire and darkness and gloom and whirlwind and sound of trumpet and voice of words, which those having heard requested a word not be added to them, for they were not bearing what is commanded, ‘Even if a beast might touch the mountain, he must be stoned.’ And so fearful was the spectacle, Moses said, ‘I am frightened and trembling.’ But you have approached to Mount Zion and city of living God, heavenly Jerusalem and to myriads of angels, a joyful gathering, and to an assembly of firstborn enrolled in heaven, and to God Judge of all, and to spirits of just ones perfected, and to Jesus Mediator of a new covenant, and to blood of sprinkling speaking better than Abel.

	Heb.12:25-29
	See that you may not refuse the One speaking. For if these having begged off escaped not the one warning upon the earth, much more we who are turning away from the One from heaven, the voice of Whom shook the earth then, but now He has promised, saying, ‘Yet once, I will not only quake the earth, but also the heaven.’ But the ‘Yet once’ indicates the removal of the things shaken, as those having been made, so that the things not shaken may remain. Therefore, our receiving an unshaken kingdom, we may have grace by which we may serve God acceptably with reverence and awe, for also our God is a consuming fire.

	Heb.13:9-10
	Be not led away by various and strange doctrines, for it is good to make firm the heart by grace, not by foods in which those being occupied were not profited. We have an altar from which those serving the tent have no authority to eat.

	Heb.13:11-12
	For the blood of the living ones concerning sin is brought into the Holies by the high-priest – the bodies of these are burned up outside the camp. Therefore, Jesus also, so that He might set apart the people by His own blood, suffered outside the gate.

	Heb.13:14
	For we have not here an abiding city (hapax), but we seek for the one about to be.
